• The Warhawks are shooting 43.3 percent (122-of-282) from the field and 38.7 percent (29-of-75) from 
3-point range over their last five games. 

• The Warhawks lost 62-61 at Arkansas State two weeks ago. Martavius Adams knocked in a free throw 
with six seconds remaining to give the Red Wolves the victory. 

• ULM has a 4-6 record at home this season, but is 0-5 at Fant-Ewing during conference play. The War-
hawks average 67.6 points per game while shooting 43.9 percent from the field at home this season. 

• Senior forward Lawrence Gilbert notched double figures in scoring for the seventh time in his last eight 
games Saturday at Western Kentucky. Gilbert is 123 points shy of reaching 1,000 for his career. 

• The ULM bench is being outscored 466-263 this season. That is an average of over eight points per 
game. 

•  The Warhawks rank fifth in the Sun Belt in scoring defense, giving up 68.5 points per game. 

• Senior foreward Tommie Sykes ranks second in the Sun Belt with 82 offensive rebounds this season and 
10th in rebounds per game (6.5). Sykes is also fourth in the conference in steals per game (1.7).

• Junior guard Fred Brown ranks 12th in scoring in the Sun Belt at 13.8 points per game. Brown also ranks 
fifth in the conference in 3-point makes per game (2.0) and 10th in steals per game (1.5).

• Brown, junior guard Hugh Mingo and Gilbert each rank in the top 10 in the Sun Belt in minutes played 
this season. Mingo ranks fourth, averaging 35.0 minutes per game, while Brown ranks ninth at 32.0 min-
utes and Gilbert is 10th with 31.9 minutes per outing.

• The Warhawks have lost three games by one point this season (Stephen F. Austin, 64-65; FIU, 72-73; at 
Arkansas State, 61-62).

• ULM has had five players score at least 25 points in a game this season (Fred Brown, twice, 25 against 
Texas Tech & 25 against South Alabama; Hugh Mingo had 27 vs. Centenary; Lawrence Gilbert had 28 vs. 
Northern Colorado; Tommie Sykes had 32 vs. Union College).

• Four ULM players are averaging double figures in scoring this season.

Updating the Warhawks		
ULM lost its sixth straight game Saturday, at Western Kentucky 81-61. It was the first 
time in over two weeks that the Warhawks have suffered a lopsided defeat as the 
previous four games had come down to the final minutes. ULM shot 43.1 percent 
from the field and made 6 of 12 from 3-point range despite the loss.

Junior guard Fred Brown led the Warhawks with 16 points, including four 3-pointers. 
Brown finished the game 6-of-14 from the field while also dishing out three assists. 
Brown leads the team and ranks 12th in the conference in scoring, averaging 13.9 
points per game. 

Senior forward Lawrence Gilbert registered 13 points, five rebounds and two assists 
before fouling out, and senior forward Tommie Sykes added 10 points, six rebounds 
and two assists. Sykes ranks second on the team with a 12.1 scoring average and 
leads the team in rebounding with 6.5 per contest, while Gilbert chips in 11.4 points 
and 4.9 rebounds per game.

The Warhawks average 61.0 points per game and are shooting 41.8 percent from the 
field, 31.2 percent from 3-point range and 65.6 percent from the free-throw line.

Previewing Arkansas State
Arkansas State enters play Thursday with a record of 13-13 overall, 7-4 in Sun Belt 
play. The Red Wolves are coming off an impressive 60-35 victory at home against 
Denver Saturday. Arkansas State never trailed in the game, holding Denver to just 
25.0 percent shooting from the field and 17.6 percent from 3-point range. 

Donald Boone led a balanced scoring attack with 10 points, while Trey Finn and 
Brandon Peterson chipped in nine points each. Martavius Adams leads the Red 
Wolves in scoring with 11.8 points per game, while Boone tallies 10.5 per game.

The Red Wolves average 68.7 points per game and are shooting 43.2 percent from 
the field, 32.7 percent from 3-point range and 70.5 percent from the free-throw line.

John Brady is 43-44 in his third season as the head coach at Arkansas State. Prior to 
Arkansas State, Brady compiled a 192-139 record in 11 seasons at LSU. Brady helped 
the Tigers to four NCAA Tournament appearances and a trip to the Final Four in 2005-
06. Brady has a 324-260 career record in his 20th season as a head coach.

Series with Arkansas State
Arkansas State leads the all-time series 27-21, including wins in 11 of the last 13 
games. The two teams met two weeks ago in Jonesboro with the Red Wolves 
pulling out a 62-61 victory on a free throw from Martavius Adams with six seconds 
remaining. Fred Brown had a game-winning 3-point attempt come up short at the 
buzzer. Brown paced four Warhawks players in double figures with 17 points.

Tony Hooper was the last Warhawk to earn the 
award back on Dec. 4, 2007.

Mingo Steals the Show				  
Junior guard Hugh Mingo put together his best performance of the season 
against Centenary; Mingo scored 27 points, pulled down seven rebounds and 
tallied seven steals against the Gents. Mingo’s seven steals were the third most 
in ULM history and the third most in the NCAA this season.

The Familiar Four							     
Fred Brown, Lawrence Gilbert, Hugh Mingo and Tommie Sykes are becoming 
familiar faces on the court for ULM this season as each is averaging over 29.7 
minutes played per game. Brown (34.8) is third in the Sun Belt in minutes per 
game while Mingo (34.4) is fourth and Gilbert (33.3) is 10th. Sykes is just outside 
the top-10 at 29.7 minutes per contest. Only Troy has more than one player in the 
top 10 in minutes played. 

Richard vs. Louisiana						    
ULM head coach Keith Richard is 25-17 all-time against schools from the state of 
Louisiana. The Warhawks have already played Louisiana Tech and Centenary this 
season and have a pair of games against UL-Lafayette remaining this season.

McClellan Breaks Out Against Stephen F. Austin				 
After seeing his playing time increase in each of the first three games of the 
season, freshman Steven McClellan got the starting nod in the fourth game of the 
year against Stephen F. Austin (Nov. 23). McClellan responded with a career-best

Brown Earns a Pair of Preseason Newcomer of the Year Honors		
Fred Brown, in his first season at ULM following two years at Kansas State, has been 
named the Sun Belt Newcomer of the Year by both The Sporting News and Rivals.
com. Brown played two seasons at Kansas State, averaging 8.1 points, 1.6 rebounds 
and 1.3 assists per game as a sophomore. Brown sat out last season while at ULM 
following his transfer.

ULM Among Least Experienced Teams in the Country			 
Three Warhawks (Lawrence Gilbert, Tommie Sykes and Fabio Ribeiro) saw time at 
ULM last season (Ribeiro played in just six games before taking a medical redshirt). 
According to research by USC-Upstate Media Relations, only Iowa State has less 
returning players on its roster (2). Boston Univerity and ULM each have three while 
Detroit, Kentucky, USC Upstate and Texas-San Antonio each have four.

In research done by the Kentucky Media Relations department, just six schools have 
less total seasons of Division I playing experience. ULM has seven total seasons 
of Division I experience (Lawrence Gilbert 3, Fred Brown 2, Tommie Sykes and 
Fabio Ribeiro 1 each). Eastern Washington has the fewest in the nation with four, 
Sacramento State and UT Arlington have five, Idaho, Radford and Cal-State Fullerton 
have six and ULM is tied with San Francisco and UC Riverside with seven.

Keith Richard became ULM’s seventh men’s basketball head coach 
on April 22, 2010, as the program approaches its 60th season of 
competition. Richard becomes the second ULM men’s basketball head 
coach -- along with Mike Vining -- to have also been a student-athlete 
and an assistant coach for the program.

As a student-athlete, Richard bridged the transition from Lenny 
Fant to Benny Hollis to Vining. He played on Fant’s final team, played 
two seasons for Hollis and then completed his playing career on 
Vining’s first team. ULM won three Trans-America Athletic Confer-
ence championships during his four years and advanced to the NCAA 
Tournament in 1982, the school’s first-ever appearance, and the NIT in 
1979. He twice led the team in assists and was team captain in 1980-81 
and 1981-82.

Following his playing career, Richard spent two seasons as a gradu-
ate assistant at ULM (1984-86), assisting as his alma mater won the 
Southland Conference regular season and tournament titles in 1985, 
earning a trip to the NCAA Tournament.

Richard moved on to Marshall University for three years from 
1986-89, helping the Thundering Herd win two Southern Conference 
crowns and a Southern Conference tournament title. Marshall partici-
pated in the 1987 NCAA Tournament and the 1988 NIT while Richard 
was on staff.

He returned to ULM for the 1989-90 season, spending five seasons 
as an assistant coach. In those five years, ULM won four Southland 
Conference regular season championships, four Southland Confer-
ence tournaments and made four appearances in the NCAA Tourna-
ment (1990, 1991, 1993, 1994). He departed in 1994 to join the staff at 
Louisiana Tech.

In his first season at Louisiana Tech, Richard helped the Bulldogs to 
the second biggest turnaround in the nation as they won 14 games 
after winning just two in the season prior to his arrival.

The following year Richard was promoted from assistant coach 
to associate head coach, spending three seasons in that capacity. He 
helped the Bulldogs reach the championship game of the Sun Belt 
Tournament in 1997, the school’s first appearance in five seasons.

Richard became the head coach at Louisiana Tech prior to the 
1998-99 season, guiding the Bulldogs for nine seasons. In his time 
at the helm of Louisiana Tech, Richard compiled a record of 150-117, 
the third-most wins in school history. In nine seasons, Richard had 11 

players named all-conference, including three-time NCAA rebounding 
champion Paul Millsap, who went on to be drafted by the Utah Jazz. 
This season, Millsap will begin his fifth year with the Jazz.

During Richard’s tenure at Louisiana Tech, the Bulldogs went on 
the road and won money games against the likes of Auburn, Baylor, 
Memphis (coached by John Calipari) and Texas Tech (coached by Bob 
Knight).

In his first season as head coach, Louisiana Tech won the Sun Belt 
regular season championship. Richard was named Sun Belt Confer-
ence Coach of the Year and two players, Lonnie Cooper and Craig 
Jackson, earned all-conference accolades.

The next year, Richard guided Louisiana Tech to a 21-win season, 
the school’s first of three 20-plus win seasons under Richard. Gerrod 
Henderson and Jackson earned All-Sun Belt honors that year, with 
Henderson named the Sun Belt’s Most Valuable Player.

In 2001-02, Louisiana Tech moved from the Sun Belt into the 
Western Athletic Conference, where Richard immediately turned the 
Bulldogs into a contender for the conference crown, posting a 22-10 
overall record, 14-4 in conference play. Led by Henderon, who earned 
All-WAC honors, Richard’s Bulldogs earned a berth in the NIT, where 
they defeated UL-Lafayette and Vanderbilt before falling to Villanova.

Richard took the Bulldogs to the postseason again during the 
2005-06 season as Louisiana Tech won 20 games and earned a trip to 
the NIT. That year, Millsap was named as an All-WAC performer for the 
third consective season while also leading the nation in rebounding 
for the third-straight season.

In nine years as the head coach at Louisiana Tech, Richard’s teams 
posted a conference record of 90-60, going 32-14 in three seasons in 
Sun Belt and 58-46 in six years in the WAC. At ULM, Richard returns to 
the Sun Belt where he currently stands as the league’s 10th winningest 
coach in conference games, with a .696 winning percentage.

Prior to returning to guide his alma mater, Richard spent the past 
two seasons as an assistant coach at LSU, where he helped the Tigers 
win the 2008-09 SEC regular season championship and reach the sec-
ond round of the NCAA Tournament before losing to eventual national 
champion North Carolina.

Richard and his wife Holly have three children: sons Luke and Lance 
and daughter Lexie. He earned a bachelor’s degree from ULM in 1982 
and a master’s degree from ULM in 1986.

LUBBOCK, Texas – Junior guard Fred Brown scored 25 points, in-
cluding seven three-pointers, but the ULM men’s basketball team 
fell, 86-67, on Friday night (Nov. 12) at Texas Tech. The Warhawks 
held a three-point lead with just under 13 minutes to play in the 
contest before the Red Raiders finished the game on a 33-11 run.

Senior forward Lawrence Gilbert added 18 points while junior 
center Fabio Ribeiro had a game-high 10 rebounds.

ULM (0-1) jumped out to an early 5-0 lead, holding Texas Tech 
scoreless for the first two-and-a-half minutes of the contest. Gil-
bert opened the game with a layup before a triple from Brown 
gave the Warhawks the early advantage.

The Red Raiders answered with 10-straight points to take a 10-5 
advantage until a Gilbert trifecta with 15:45 to play in the first 
half trimmed the Texas Tech lead to a pair.

A pair of threes by Brown pushed the Warhawks back in front, 
16-12, just over seven minutes into the half.

The lead swung back-and-forth over the next three minutes un-
til back-to-back baskets by Ribeiro and junior guard Hugh Mingo 
gave ULM a 35-31 advantage. Texas Tech (1-0) responded with a 
7-2 run to end the half to take a 38-37 lead into the intermission.

Both teams shot the ball well in the opening 20 minutes; Texas 
Tech was 55.6 percent from the field (15-of-27) while ULM shot 
48.1 percent (13-of-27). The Warhawks made five three-pointers 
in an opening stanza that saw six ties and 15 lead changes.

Brown led all scorers at the break with 12 points on four triples. 
Gilbert added 10 for the Warhawks while Mike Singletary led 
Texas Tech with 10 points.

ULM scored the first five points to begin the second half, taking 
a four-point lead and forcing an early Texas Tech timeout. Follow-
ing the timeout, the Warhawks got a defensive stop and Brown 
buried another triple, forcing another Red Raider timeout.

But Texas Tech responded out of the second timeout, using an 
11-4 run to tie the contest, 53-53, with 13:23 to play in the second 
half.

After another triple from Brown, the Red Raiders went on a 12-0 
run to take a 65-56 lead just past the midway point of the second 
half.

ULM was unable to cut the gap under seven in the final 10 min-
utes of the game.

IOWA CITY, Iowa – The ULM men’s basketball team fell on Tues-
day night (Nov. 16), 68-40, on the road at Iowa. The Warhawks 
shot just 31.5 percent (17-of-54) from the field; senior forward 
Tommie Sykes led all scorers with 14 points and also grabbed 
seven rebounds.

Senior forward Lawrence Gilbert grabbed a team-high eight 
rebounds while freshman guard Marcelis Hansberry had seven 
points and a game-high four steals.

Iowa jumped out to a quick 11-2 advantage early in the contest;

MONROE, La. – The ULM men’s basketball fell, 65-64, on a three-
point shot with less than four seconds to play on Tuesday night 
(Nov. 23) at Fant-Ewing Coliseum. The triple spoiled a night in 
which four Warhawks scored in double-figures, led by a career-
high 17 points from junior guard Hugh Mingo.

ULM held a four-point lead with less than 20 seconds to play 
before Stephen F. Austin scored the game’s final five points to 
earn the one-point win.

McClellan made his first career start for ULM and scored the first 
four points of the game for the Warhawks, he later added an old-
fashioned three-point play to give ULM an 11-10 lead just more 
than seven minutes into the contest.

A triple from Brown, followed by a steal and layup gave the War-
hawks a three-point advantage, 16-13, but the lead quickly evap-
orated with a triple by the Lumberjacks on the next possession.

Trailing by three, ULM used a 7-0 spurt to take a four-point lead. 
Sykes started the burst with a layup before Mingo added a pair of 
free throws and senior forward Lawrence Gilbert capped it with a 
trifecta. Gilbert finished with seven points and a game-high nine 
rebounds.

ULM took a five point lead, 36-31 into the intermission; Mingo 
scored the final seven points of the half for the Warhawks.

Stephen F. Austin used a 7-0 run to take its first lead of the sec-
ond half, 43-40, five minutes into the second stanza.

The Lumberjacks lead grew to six, 50-44, on a triple by Denzel 
Barnes with just over 12 minutes to play in the second half. 

With Stephen F. Austin leading by five, both offenses had a 
drought of over two minutes until Mingo hit a leaner of the glass 
to bring ULM within three. The basket started a 7-1 run for ULM 
that gave it a 53-52 advantage with 7:29 to play.

After the Lumberjacks came back to take a one-point lead, a put 
back by Sykes and a triple from the wing by Mingo gave ULM a 
58-54 lead, forcing a Stephen F. Austin timeout.

Stephen F. Austin scored the next four to pull back even, 58-58, 
before a basket and a pair of free throws from McClellan pushed 
the ULM edge back to four, 62-58, with less than two minutes 
remaining.

NORMAL, Ill. – Senior forward Tommie Sykes scored a season-
high 16 points and had a game-high eight rebounds as the ULM 
men’s basketball team earned a 57-50 win on Friday night (Nov. 
26) over Jacksonville State at the Global Sports Roundball Classic.

Senior forward Lawrence Gilbert added 13 points and junior 
guard Hugh Mingo scored 11 as the Warhawks held off the 
Gamecocks.

ULM led nearly the entire way, taking the lead four minutes into 
the first half, surrendering it for just a minute midway through 
the second stanza.

Trailing by one in the early going, ULM used a 10-0 run to take a 
12-3 advantage with 13:17 to play in the first half. Mingo started 
the burst with a basket before Sykes made a pair of free throws 
and Mingo buried back-to-back triples, forcing a Jacksonville 
State timeout.

The ULM lead reached 10 on a pair of free throws by junior for-
ward Christian Bibi Ndongo, but Jacksonville State trimmed the 
advantage back to six, 16-10, with just under eight minutes left 
in the half. The Warhawks went nearly six minutes without a field 
goal, but were able to hold the lead by getting to the free-throw 
line. ULM was 11-of-11 from the charity stripe in the first half, led 
by 7-of-7 by Sykes.

After the Warhawks lead reached 12, 24-12, on a triple by fresh-
man guard Marcelis Hansberry, Jacksonville State answered with 
a pair of threes to cut the lead in half, 24-18, with 1:43 to play in 
the first half.

NORMAL, Ill. – After trailing by 15 at the intermission, the ULM 
men’s basketball team’s second half comeback effort came up 
just a little short at the Warhawks fell at Illinois State, 59-55, on 
Saturday evening (Nov. 27) in the Global Sports Roundball Clas-
sic.

Senior forward Lawrence Gilbert led all scorers with 17 points, 
including 15 after halftime. Junior guard Fred Brown added 13 
points, senior forward Tommie Sykes chipped in 12 points and 
nine rebounds and junior guard Hugh Mingo reached double-
figures with 11 points.

ULM made seven second half three-pointers to none for Illinois

Following a basket by Illinois State, Sykes converted an old-
fashioned three-point play to bring the Redbirds lead down to 
just three, 41-38, with just over 11 minutes to play.

It took ULM nearly eight minutes to get closer, but it did when 
Brown connected on a triple from the wing to bring the War-
hawks within a pair, 53-51, with 2:37 left on the clock.

The Illinois State lead grew back to five until a triple from Mingo 
cut the lead back to just a pair. After the Warhawks got a stop 
and a defensive rebound, ULM had the ball with 13 seconds to 
play. The Warhawks called a timeout and, out of the timeout, 
Brown went to the basket but couldn’t convert and Illinois State 
escaped with the victory.

Illinois State jumped out to an early 7-3 lead to open the con-
test, prompting a ULM timeout. Gilbert connected on the first 
basket following the timeout to bring the Warhawks within a 
pair, but Illinois State responded with six-straight to take a 13-5 
advantage with 12:26 to play in the first half.

South Dakota started quickly in the contest, opening an early 
10-2 lead in the first two minutes, making four of its first five 
shots, including a pair of triples. ULM responded by cutting the 
lead to just two, 12-10, thanks to five-straight points from Brown.

The lead was trimmed to six on a layup by junior center Fabio 
Ribeiro, but South Dakota then went on a 10-2 run to push its 
lead to 59-45 with 11:37 to play.

South Dakota again heated up from the field and ULM was un-
able to climb back into the contest.

The Coyotes were led by 24 points from Westbrook; Thomas 
added 20 and Trevor Gruis had a double-double with 13 points 
and 13 rebounds.

KENT, Ohio – The ULM men’s basketball team dropped a 69-53 
decision at Kent State on Thursday night (Dec. 2). The Golden 
Flashes used a 16-1 run to close the first half to build a lead that 
would prove to be the difference in the contest.

Junior guard Hugh Mingo scored 16 points to lead the War-
hawks offensively, 13 of which came after halftime, Mingo was 
the lone Warhawk in double figures. Senior forward Tommie 
Sykes tied a career-high with 10 rebounds.

The Warhawks and Golden Flashes went back-and-forth in the 
early going, trading the lead four times, with three ties, in the 
opening eight minutes of the contest.

ULM took a four-point lead, 16-12, on a baseline jumper by se-
nior forward Lawrence Gilbert with 7:47 to play in the half. The 
basket marked the first two-possession lead of the game for ei-
ther team.

After freshman guard R.J. McCray restored ULM’s four-point 
cushion with a driving layup, Kent State (went on a 16-1 run to 
end the half. ULM scored just one point, a free throw by fresh-
man guard Marcelis Hansberry, in the final seven minutes of the 
opening stanza.

ULM used a 7-2 run to begin the second half to trim the Kent 
State lead to just six, 32-26. Mingo and junior center Fabio Ribeiro 
had layups during the burst and Gilbert hit a triple as the War-
hawks cut the lead to a half-dozen.

With the Kent State advantage at seven, an 8-1 Golden Flashes 
run pushed the lead to 45-31 with 13 minutes left in the second 
half.

A 12-5 burst for the Warhawks, highlighted by back-to-back 
threes from Mingo and freshman forward Steven McClellan, 
brought the Kent State lead back to single-digits, 62-51, with 
three-and-a-half minutes to play.

But the comeback attempt was halted as Kent State held ULM 
to just two points the remainder of the contest.

Both teams shot the ball extremely well in the final 20 minutes 
of the contest, ULM shot 55.6 percent (15-of27) from the floor 
while Kent State made 57.7 percent (15-of-26) of its attempts 
from the field.

Greene and Carlton Guyton paced the Golden Flashes with 17 
points apiece. Michael Porrini had a game-high eight assists for 
Kent State.

RUSTON, La. – Junior guard Hugh Mingo scored a career-high 
18 points and grabbed a career-best nine rebounds, but the ULM 
men’s basketball team fell, 67-58, on Saturday night (Dec. 4) at 
Louisiana Tech. The Bulldogs built a 12-point halftime edge with 
60.0 percent shooting from beyond the three-point arc in the 
first half. ULM cut the gap to as little as six in the second stanza 
but was unable to get any closer after the intermission.

Junior guard Fred Brown scored 18 points and had a career-best 
seven assists while senior forward Lawrence Gilbert chipped in 
10 points.

Louisiana Tech (7-2) shot 47.8 percent (22-of-46) from the floor 
in the contest while ULM shot 35.8 percent (24-of-67) from the 
field, including just 17.9 percent (5-of-28) from beyond the three-
point arc.

With the game tied a four early, Louisiana Tech used an 8-0 run 
to take a 12-4 advantage. ULM (2-7) cut the gap back to four as it 
responded with a 7-3 burst; Mingo started the spurt with a triple 
while freshman forward Steven McClellan and Brown also added 
baskets.

The Bulldogs scored the next nine, all on three-point baskets, to 
push their lead to 23-11 with 12:36 to play in the first half. Loui-
siana Tech started the game 5-of-6 from beyond the three-point 
arc.

Louisiana Tech’s lead was extended to 36-20 with 3:25 as to play 
as the Bulldogs held ULM scoreless for over four minutes. The 
Warhawks cut the gap to a dozen, 37-25, at the intermission with 
a 5-1 burst to close the half.

Mingo led ULM with seven points in the opening 20 minutes. 
Brandon Gibson scored 14 to lead all scorers in the opening stan-
za. The Bulldogs shot 54.5 percent (12-of-22) in the first half while 
the Warhawks shot just 34.4 percent (11-of-32).

The Warhawks and Bulldogs traded baskets for the first seven 
minutes of the second half before ULM went on a 7-0 run to cut 
the Louisiana Tech lead to seven, 49-42, and force a timeout. Min-
go went to the basket for a pair of buckets to jumpstart the run 
before Brown buried a triple.

After a free throw by Louisiana Tech, another basket from Min-
go pulled ULM to within six, 50-44, at the midway point of the 
second stanza.

Still leading by six, Louisiana Tech used an 11-4 run to push its 
advantage to 63-50 with 4:37 remaining in the second half.

Gilbert halted the Bulldogs charge with a triple from the wing, 
but the Warhawks then went scoreless for three minutes follow-
ing the trifecta.

ULM scored the final five points of the game, but it wasn’t 
enough as the Warhawks finished their season-long five-game 
road trip with a defeat.

MONROE, La. -- Senior forward Tommie Sykes missed a pair of 
free throws with 0.2 seconds remaining as Florida Atlantic held 
on for a 60-58 victory over ULM on Sunday inside Fant-Ewing 
Coliseum.

Sykes was fouled with under a second remaining in the game on 
a layup attempt that rimmed in-and-out. Florida Atlantic called a 
timeout before Sykes came up short on his first free throw at-
tempt. Sykes intentionally missed the second attempt, but ULM 
was unable to get off a shot attempt before the clock expired.

The Warhawks struggled from the free throw line, converting 
just 8-of-20 from the charity stripe for the game. ULM came in to 
the game shooting 66.1 percent from the line.

Junior guard Fred Brown led the way for ULM with 18 points, 
including four 3-pointers, while junior guard Hugh Mingo and 
Sykes each chipped in 11 points. Mingo tallied three 3-pointers 
and Sykes led the way with seven rebounds for the Warhawks, 
who fell behind 18-2 to start the game.

ULM (3-9, 0-1 SBC) closed a six-point deficit to two with a 6-2 
run over the final 3:47 of the game. Freshman forward Steven 
McClellan converted a layup to cut the lead to four points then 
Sykes converted 4-of-6 from the free throw line to get the War-
hawks within two points with 43 seconds remaining.

The Warhawks forced Florida Atlantic into 20 turnovers in the 
game. The Owls came in ranked No. 8 in the country, averaging 
just 10.6 turnovers per game this season. ULM had a season-high 
10 steals for the fourth time this season as four different players 
led the way with two each.

Raymond Taylor scored a game-high 20 points to lead the Owls 
(8-5, 2-0 SBC). The 5-foot-6 Taylor knocked in 4-of-11 3-pointers 
and recorded a game-high eight rebounds.

Taylor drained a 25-foot 3-pointer with the shot clock running 
down to put the Owls up six, 54-48, with 5:46 to play in the game. 
Following a ULM timeout, Taylor stole the ball and had an easy 
path for a layup to stretch the lead to eight.

The Warhawks closed the gap to two, 44-42, with on a 3-pointer 
by Brown with 12:05 to play to cap an 8-0 run. It was the closest 
ULM had been since a 2-2 with 17:37 remaining in the opening 
half.

FAU opened the game on an 18-2 run as ULM hit just one of 
its first nine shots in the game and went nearly seven minutes 
without a bucket. The Warhawks hit 6-of-9 from the floor over a 
six-minute streak to pull within nine, 27-18, with 4:18 to play in 
the half.

The Warhawks ended the first half on a 12-5 run close the gap 
to 32-26 at the break. Brown drained a pair of 3-pointers during 
the run and led all players with 10 points at the break. ULM, who 
had made just a combined three 3-point field goals in the past 
two games, hit three 3-point shots over the final 10 minutes of 
the first half.

MONROE, La. - Senior forward Lawrence Gilbert came off the bench to 
score a career-high 28 points to help ULM hold on for a 78-75 victory over 
Northern Colorado Wednesday evening inside Fant-Ewing Coliseum.

Northern Colorado’s Neal Kingman put up a shot from half court that 
sailed wide as time expired to seal the victory for Warhawks. ULM (4-9) shot 
a season-high 54.3 percent from the field and pushed out to a 22-point ad-
vantage early in the second half, but had to hang on as Northern Colorado 
got to within a point in the final minutes.

Gilbert led four ULM players in double figures with 28 points on 9-of-14 
shooting from the field. The 6-foot-7 forward also connected for a 3-pointer 
and went 9-of-12 from the free-throw line.

Freshman guard Marcelis Hansberry followed with nine of his 13 points 
in the second half, while junior guard Hugh Mingo chipped in 12 points. 
Junior guard Fred Brown added 10 points, three steals and two assists in 
just 17 minutes.

With ULM up two, Hansberry hit a 3-pointer as the shot clock expired to 
push the lead to 76-71 with 1:39 remaining. Northern Colorado answered 
with four straight points to make it 76-75 before Hansberry knocked in a 
pair of free throws to extend the lead to three with 14 seconds remaining.

Junior guard Lonell Reeves went to the free throw line with a chance to 
seal the game with less than 5 seconds remaining, but came up short on 
both attempts.

Northern Colorado (4-7) got back into the game with a 23-4 run spanning 
just over six minutes in the second half. Elliott Lloyd scored on a layup with 
5:40 remaining to cut ULM’s lead to three at 65-62. The Bears got to within 
one at 70-69 on a 3-pointer from Chris Kaba with 3:24 left.

Gilbert knocked in a free throw and a layup to extend the lead back to 
73-69 at the 2:32 mark.

The Warhawks opened the second half on a 17-4 spurt to take its largest 
lead of the game at 59-37 with 14:34 remaining in the game.

Freshman Steven McClellan scored on a pair of free throws and a putback 
to give ULM its first double-digit lead of the game at 46-33. After a 3-pointer 
from Northern Colorado’s Devon Beitzel, the Warhawks scored nine con-
secutive points to grab a 55-36 advantage at the 15:39 mark.

The Warhawks dominated Northern Colorado with a 41-9 advantage in 
bench points, most of which came from Gilbert, who played 31 minutes in a 
reserve role. ULM also had a 30-16 edge in points in the paint.

Gilbert scored nine of his 17 first-half points over a four-minute span as 
ULM went on a 14-2 run to close the first half. Gilbert capped the run with 
his only 3-pointer during that stretch with six seconds left in the half that 
gave ULM its biggest lead of the game at 42-33.

Mingo had the hot hand early as he scored nine of ULM’s first 16 points. 
Mingo knocked down a pair of free throws to tie the game at 16-all with 
12:28 to play in the first half.

ULM grabbed its biggest lead of the half at 21-8 on a layup from 
Brown with 12:05 remaining in the half. The Warhawks held the 
13-point lead on three different occasions in the half, including a 
37-24 advantage with 2:10 to play before intermission.

ULM shot 53.8 percent from the field in the opening half and 
led 37-28 at the break.

MOBILE, Ala. - It was a night of firsts for the ULM men’s basket-
ball team Saturday night in a 67-65 victory against South Ala-
bama inside the Mitchell Center.

ULM won its first Sun Belt game and first road game of the 
season behind the outstanding play of junior guard Fred Brown. 
Brown weaved through the Jaguar defense for 25 points, ty-
ing his career high for points. Brown finished the game 9-of-18 
shooting, including 4-of-8 from 3-point range.

South Alabama turned the ball over on its final possession as 
time expired to seal the win for the Warhawks, who improved to 
6-13, 1-4 in the Sun Belt.

Neither team led by more than three points in the final 15 min-
utes as the lead went back-and-forth with seven ties and 12 lead 
changes.

Sykes recorded the first double-double of the season for the 
Warhawks with 13 points and 12 rebounds, while senior forward 
Lawrence Gilbert chipped in 14 points. The Warhawks shot 54.8 
percent from the field and held a 15-8 advantage in second-
chance points.

Gilbert and Sykes each had 12 points in the first half as the War-
hawks built an early 10-point advantage. Gilbert had nine of his 
points during an 18-9 run for ULM. His layup with 6:17 remaining 
in the half gave the Warhawks a 29-19 advantage, its largest on 
the road all season.

The Jaguars (7-9, 1-4 SBC) scored eight points in a span of a min-
ute to erase the ULM lead behind the play of Brock. Brock dialed 
up a pair of 3-pointers back-to-back to spark the run followed by 
a jumper from Allyn Cooks to get South Alabama within two at 
29-27 with 4:48 to play in the opening half.

South Alabama took the lead at 37-36 on a 3-pointer from 
Cooks with 1:46 remaining. The Jaguars shot 61.9 percent in the 
half and led 40-37. The Warhawks finished the half shooting 52.2 
percent from the field to keep it close.

The Mean Green shot 57.4 percent from the field and were led 

by Tristan Thompson, who notched a career-high with 30 points 
on 10-of-12 shooting. Thompson hit 5 of 6 shots from 3-point 
range to help improve North Texas to 15-4 overall, 4-2 in the Sun 
Belt.

Senior forwards Tommie Sykes and Lawrence Gilbert each had

James Gallman 
sealed the victory for the Blue Raiders with a 3-pointer with 
seven seconds remaining that gave Middle Tennessee a 58-54 
advantage in a game that saw eight ties and 13 lead changes.

Freshman guard Marcelis Hansberry knocked home a 3-pointer 
to cut the Middle Tennessee lead to one at 55-54 with 38 seconds 
left prior to Gallman’s heroics.

Senior guard Tommie Sykes led the Warhawks (6-18, 1-9 SBC) 
with 14 points, nine rebounds and three assists. Sykes made 4 of 
7 shots from the field and 6 of 8 from the free-throw line. Junior 
guard Fred Brown was the only other ULM player in double fig-
ures with 10 points.

Senior forward Lawrence Gilbert and junior guard Hugh Mingo 
each had nine points for ULM.

Gallman led Middle Tennessee with 14 points, including four 
3-pointers. Jason Jones added 12 points and seven rebounds and 
Trevor Ottley chipped in 10 points.

Gilbert scored all seven of his first-half points in the final two 
minutes to help the Warhawks to a 28-23 lead at halftime. The 
Warhawks scored the final seven points of the half, capped by a 
layup from Gilbert with 49 seconds remaining.

ULM went on an 11-1 run to take a 21-16 advantage with 6:37 
remaining in the first half. Brown hit a pair of jumpers to cap the 
run and give ULM its largest lead of the half.

Middle Tennessee answered with seven straight points to re-
gain the lead with 2:39 remaining before halftime.

Junior guard Fred Brown led the Warhawks with 16 points on 
6-of-14 shooting from the field. Brown also connected on 4-of-6 
shots from 3-point range.

Senior forward Lawrence Gilbert added double figures with 13 
points, while senior forward Tommie Sykes contributed 10 points 
and six rebounds. Junior guard Hugh Mingo chipped in four 
points and a team-high eight rebounds for the Warhawks.
