« ULM snapped its nine-game conference losing streak in convincing fashion with an 82-75 victory at
North Texas. Both of ULM's conference wins have come on the road (The other was a 67-65 win at South
Alabama.)

« Senior forward Lawrence Gilbert notched double figures in scoring for the 11th time in his last 12
games with 10 points against North Texas. Gilbert is 72 points shy of reaching 1,000 for his career.

« Junior guard Fred Brown notched 20-plus points for the fifth time this season and eighth time in his
career with 24 points against North Texas. Brown leads the Warhawks with 13.9 points per game.

« Senior forward Tommie Sykes recorded his second double-double of the season with 18 points and
12 rebounds against North Texas. Sykes has double-doubles in both of ULM'’s conference victories this
season.

«The Warhawks are 4-1 this season when they outshoot their opponent from the field.

- Saturday marks the second meeting of the season between ULM and UL-Lafayette. The Ragin’ Cajuns
rallied for an 84-75 victory in Lafayette last month. The Warhawks had four players score in double fig-
ures, led by Sykes with 21.

+ ULM is 4-8 at home this season and 0-7 at Fant-Ewing during conference play. Since Fant-Ewing opened
prior to the 1971-72 season, the Warhawks have never gone winless at home during conference play.

- Sykes ranks second in the Sun Belt with 88 offensive rebounds this season and 10th in rebounds per
game (6.4).

« Brown ranks 10th in scoring in the Sun Belt at 13.9 points per game. Brown also ranks fourth in the
conference in 3-point makes per game (2.1) and tied for ninth in steals per game (1.5).

time this season and came close to season highs in 3-pointers made (8) and free
throws made (20).

ULM sealed the victory with a 7-0 run spanning 1:14 that extended the Warhawks’
lead to 76-67 with 40 seconds remaining. Freshman guard R.J. McCray hit a big
3-pointer that gave ULM a 74-67 advantage and senior forward Tommie Sykes
finished off the run with a pair of free throws.

Junior guard Fred Brown led the Warhawks with 24 points and five assists while
playing all 40 minutes. Brown was 7-of-15 from the field and 4-of-9 from 3-point
range. Sykes added a double-double with 18 points and career-high-tying 12
rebounds. Sykes has recorded a double-double in both of ULM'’s conference victories
this season. Senior forward Lawrence Gilbert registered 10 points and was the only
other Warhawk player to score in double figures.

Brown leads the team and ranks 10th in the Sun Belt in scoring with 13.9 points a
game. Brown also ranks fourth in the conference with 2.1 3-point makes per game.
Sykes contributes 11.8 points and a team-high 6.4 rebounds and Gilbert adds 11.6
points and 5.1 rebounds per outing.

The Warhawks average 60.8 points per game and are shooting 42.2 percent from the
field, 32.1 percent from 3-point range and 66.0 percent from the free throw line.

Previewing UL-Lafayette

UL-Lafayette enters play Saturday as the one of the hottest teams in the country,
having won 10 straight games. The Ragin’ Cajuns moved into a tie for first place in the
Sun Belt West with a 58-52 victory over Denver at home Thursday. ULLs last nine wins
during the streak have all come by less than 10 points.

J.J. Thomas leads the way for UL-Lafayette with 11.7 points and 6.2 rebounds per game.
Thomas is shooting 44.9 percent (97-0f-216) from the field and 66.3 percent (65-0f-98)
from the free throw line on the year. Josh Brown tallies 10.5 points and Travis Bureau
contributes 10.3 points and a team-high 6.9 rebounds per contest.

The Ragin’ Cajuns average 71.0 points per game and are shooting 43.7 percent from
the field, 35.1 percent from 3-point range and 66.3 percent from the free throw line.

Bob Marlin is in his first season at the helm of the UL-Lafayette men'’s basketball team.
Marlin spent 12 seasons at Sam Houston State prior to this season, posting a record of
225-131. Marlin guided the Bearkats to five 20-win seasons and two appearances in
the NCAA Tournament.
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Series with UL-Lafayette

UL-Lafayette leads the all-time series with ULM, 40-21. The Ragin’ Cajuns defeated
the Warhawks 84-75 in Lafayette last month. The Warhawks are 14-13 at home in
the series, which dates back to 1953-54.

Gilbert Tabbed Louisiana Player of the Week

Senior forward Lawrence Gilbert was named Louisiana Player of the Week on Dec.
28 for his efforts against Northern Colorado last week. Gilbert notched a career-
high 28 points on 9-of-14 shooting to help the Warhawks to a 78-75 victory over
the Bears. Gilbert also made 9 of 12 shots from the free-throw line to go with four
rebounds and two assists in 31 minutes of action.

Mingo Earns Sun Belt Weekly Honor

Guard Hugh Mingo became ULM'’s second ever Sun Belt Player of the Week and
first in three years when the league honored him on Tuesday for his work in ULM’s
victory over Centenary. He scored 27 points, pulled down seven rebounds and
had seven steals in the victory. Tony Hooper was the last Warhawk to earn the
award back on Dec. 4, 2007.

Mingo Steals the Show

Junior guard Hugh Mingo put together his best performance of the season
against Centenary; Mingo scored 27 points, pulled down seven rebounds and
tallied seven steals against the Gents. Mingo’s seven steals were the third most
in ULM history and the third most in the NCAA this season.

After seeing his playing time increase in each of the first three games of the
season, freshman Steven McClellan got the starting nod in the fourth game of the
year against Stephen F. Austin (Nov. 23). McClellan responded with a career-best
13 points in 22 minutes of action. McClellan suffered an ankle injury late in that
contest against Stephen F. Austin, missed the next three games and returned at
Kent State (Dec. 2).

com. Brown played two seasons at Kansas State, averaging 8.1 points, 1.6 rebounds
and 1.3 assists per game as a sophomore. Brown sat out last season while at ULM
following his transfer.

Trio of Redshirts Return

Fabio Ribeiro, Fred Brown and Hugh Mingo were members of the ULM program
last season, but each of the three missed all, or most, of last season due to a
redshirt. Fabio Ribeiro played in six games before taking a medical redshirt due
to a reoccurring foot aliment. Fred Brown took a redshirt last season following
his transfer from Kansas State and Hugh Mingo was forced to take a redshirt after
surgery on both of his shins caused him to miss the entire season.

ULM Among Least Experienced Teams in the Country

Three Warhawks (Lawrence Gilbert, Tommie Sykes and Fabio Ribeiro) saw time at
ULM last season (Ribeiro played in just six games before taking a medical redshirt).

Eastern Washington has the fewest in the nation with four,
Sacramento State and UT Arlington have five, Idaho, Radford and Cal-State Fullerton
have six and ULM is tied with San Francisco and UC Riverside with seven.

Richard

Keith Richard became ULM'’s seventh men'’s basketball head coach
on April 22,2010, as the program approaches its 60th season of
competition. Richard becomes the second ULM men’s basketball head
coach -- along with Mike Vining -- to have also been a student-athlete
and an assistant coach for the program.

As a student-athlete, Richard bridged the transition from Lenny
Fant to Benny Hollis to Vining. He played on Fant’s final team, played
two seasons for Hollis and then completed his playing career on
Vining's first team. ULM won three Trans-America Athletic Confer-
ence championships during his four years and advanced to the NCAA
Tournament in 1982, the school’s first-ever appearance, and the NIT in
1979. He twice led the team in assists and was team captain in 1980-81
and 1981-82.

Following his playing career, Richard spent two seasons as a gradu-
ate assistant at ULM (1984-86), assisting as his alma mater won the
Southland Conference regular season and tournament titles in 1985,
earning a trip to the NCAA Tournament.

Richard moved on to Marshall University for three years from
1986-89, helping the Thundering Herd win two Southern Conference
crowns and a Southern Conference tournament title. Marshall partici-
pated in the 1987 NCAA Tournament and the 1988 NIT while Richard
was on staff.

He returned to ULM for the 1989-90 season, spending five seasons
as an assistant coach. In those five years, ULM won four Southland
Conference regular season championships, four Southland Confer-
ence tournaments and made four appearances in the NCAA Tourna-
ment (1990, 1991, 1993, 1994). He departed in 1994 to join the staff at
Louisiana Tech.

In his first season at Louisiana Tech, Richard helped the Bulldogs to
the second biggest turnaround in the nation as they won 14 games
after winning just two in the season prior to his arrival.

The following year Richard was promoted from assistant coach
to associate head coach, spending three seasons in that capacity. He
helped the Bulldogs reach the championship game of the Sun Belt
Tournament in 1997, the school’s first appearance in five seasons.

Richard became the head coach at Louisiana Tech prior to the
1998-99 season, guiding the Bulldogs for nine seasons. In his time
at the helm of Louisiana Tech, Richard compiled a record of 150-117,
the third-most wins in school history. In nine seasons, Richard had 11

players named all-conference, including three-time NCAA rebounding
champion Paul Millsap, who went on to be drafted by the Utah Jazz.
This season, Millsap will begin his fifth year with the Jazz.

During Richard'’s tenure at Louisiana Tech, the Bulldogs went on
the road and won money games against the likes of Auburn, Baylor,
Memphis (coached by John Calipari) and Texas Tech (coached by Bob
Knight).

In his first season as head coach, Louisiana Tech won the Sun Belt
regular season championship. Richard was named Sun Belt Confer-
ence Coach of the Year and two players, Lonnie Cooper and Craig
Jackson, earned all-conference accolades.

The next year, Richard guided Louisiana Tech to a 21-win season,
the school’s first of three 20-plus win seasons under Richard. Gerrod
Henderson and Jackson earned All-Sun Belt honors that year, with
Henderson named the Sun Belt’s Most Valuable Player.

In 2001-02, Louisiana Tech moved from the Sun Belt into the
Western Athletic Conference, where Richard immediately turned the
Bulldogs into a contender for the conference crown, posting a 22-10
overall record, 14-4 in conference play. Led by Henderon, who earned
All-WAC honors, Richard’s Bulldogs earned a berth in the NIT, where
they defeated UL-Lafayette and Vanderbilt before falling to Villanova.

Richard took the Bulldogs to the postseason again during the
2005-06 season as Louisiana Tech won 20 games and earned a trip to
the NIT. That year, Millsap was named as an All-WAC performer for the
third consective season while also leading the nation in rebounding
for the third-straight season.

In nine years as the head coach at Louisiana Tech, Richard’s teams
posted a conference record of 90-60, going 32-14 in three seasons in
Sun Belt and 58-46 in six years in the WAC. At ULM, Richard returns to
the Sun Belt where he currently stands as the league’s 10th winningest
coach in conference games, with a .696 winning percentage.

Prior to returning to guide his alma mater, Richard spent the past
two seasons as an assistant coach at LSU, where he helped the Tigers
win the 2008-09 SEC regular season championship and reach the sec-
ond round of the NCAA Tournament before losing to eventual national
champion North Carolina.

Richard and his wife Holly have three children: sons Luke and Lance
and daughter Lexie. He earned a bachelor’s degree from ULM in 1982
and a master’s degree from ULM in 1986.

The lead swung back-and-forth over the next three minutes un-
til back-to-back baskets by Ribeiro and junior guard Hugh Mingo
gave ULM a 35-31 advantage. Texas Tech (1-0) responded with a
7-2 run to end the half to take a 38-37 lead into the intermission.

Both teams shot the ball well in the opening 20 minutes; Texas
Tech was 55.6 percent from the field (15-0f-27) while ULM shot
48.1 percent (13-of-27). The Warhawks made five three-pointers
in an opening stanza that saw six ties and 15 lead changes.

Brown led all scorers at the break with 12 points on four triples.
Gilbert added 10 for the Warhawks while Mike Singletary led
Texas Tech with 10 points.

ULM scored the first five points to begin the second half, taking
a four-point lead and forcing an early Texas Tech timeout. Follow-
ing the timeout, the Warhawks got a defensive stop and Brown
buried another triple, forcing another Red Raider timeout.

After another triple from Brown, the Red Raiders went on a 12-0
run to take a 65-56 lead just past the midway point of the second
half.

ULM was unable to cut the gap under seven in the final 10 min-
utes of the game.

RUSTON, La. - Junior guard Hugh Mingo scored a career-high

DENTON, Texas - ULM snapped its nine-game conference los-
ing streak with an 82-75 victory at North Texas Saturday evening
inside the Super Pit. The Warhawks also snapped an eight-game
losing streak to the Mean Green, which dated back to 2006-07
season.

Junior guard Fred Brown led the Warhawks with 24 points, in-
cluding four 3-pointers. Sykes added a double-double with 18
points and 11 rebounds, while senior forward Lawrence Gilbert
chipped in 10 points.

ULM (7-22, 2-13 SBC) has now won both its conference games
on the road with its other victory coming at South Alabama last
month.

The Warhawks scored seven straight points to open up a nine
point lead with just 40 seconds remaining. Freshman guard R.J.
McCray hit a 3-pointer as the shot clock expired to extend the
ULM lead to 74-67 with 51 seconds remaining in the game. After
a defensive stop, senior forward Tommie Sykes knocked in a pair
of free throws to seal the victory for the Warhawks.

Junior center Fabio Ribeiro started the run with a putback layup
with 1:29 remaining to put the Warhawks up 71-67.

Brown hit a pair of 3-pointers to help ULM take a 67-61 lead at
the 5:43 mark. The Mean Green scored the next four points to get
within two points with 4:00 to play.

Sykes knocked home two free throws to give the Warhawks a
47-43 lead with 13:50 remaining in the game. North Texas an-
swered by scoring nine of the next 12 points to regain the lead at
53-30. Josh White hit a 3-pointer and Tristan Thompson had two
free throws to cap the run.

Thompson scored 24 points to lead the Mean Green, who fell
to 17-9 overall, 6-7 in the SBC. George Odufuwa and White had
11 points each.

ULM shot 52 percent from the field in the first half to pull even
with North Texas at the break.

The Warhawks battled back from an early six-point deficit to
take a 27-26 lead with 5:13 remaining in the first half. Freshman
forward Steven McClellan scored four straight points, capped by
a pair of free throws to give ULM its only lead in the final 15 min-
utes of the half.

After North Texas took its largest of the half at 18-12, Ribeiro
scored five consecutive points, including his first career 3-pointer
to get ULM within 18-17 at the 10:17 mark.
