ULM Quick Notes

- ULM’s 3-1 start is its best record after four games since the 2004-05 season

- The Warhawks have won three consecutive games for the first time since

the 2007-08 season. They have scored at least 80 points and have shot over 50
percent from the field in each victory. ULM is looking to win four in-a-row for
the first time since 2006-07 when it went on to win the SBC West Division title.

- ULM has not lost a game in 36 days. Its last defeat came on Nov. 8 in the
season opener at No. 5/6 Kansas. It is ULM’s longest stretch without a loss since
1993-94 when it went from Jan. 18 - Feb. 28 between defeats

- With an 84-61 win over Thomas on Monday, ULM improved to 2-0 at home
for the first time since 2009-10. It won its 2013-14 home opener in a 86-52
thumping over Samford on Nov. 18

- The Warhawks had a 17-day layoff between their last two games, the longest
stretch between matches in program history

- Four players have scored in double-figures for ULM in all of its last three
games. Tylor Ongwae notched a career-high 22 points in ULM’s last outing to
go along with his seven rebounds, four steals and four assists

- ULM leads the Sun Belt Conference in scoring margin (+11.0), field goal
percentage (.516), 3FG defense (.214), rebounding margin (+5.2), assists (16.5
a/g), steals (7.8 s/g), defensive rebounds (29.8 drpg) and winning percentage
(.750)

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In ULM’s Last Outing...

Warhawks Cruise Past Thomas for Third Consecutive Victory

MONROE, La. — Junior Tylor Ongwae scored a career-high 22 points as the ULM men'’s
basketball program used big first half runs to pull away and defeat Thomas (Ga.) 84-61on
Monday evening at Fant-Ewing Coliseum for the program’s third consecutive win.

Ongwae went 6-for-11 from the field and hit 9-0f-10 free throws to propel the offense.
He also pulled down a game-high seven rebounds and got his hands on four steals. The
Warhawks (3-1) held a 41-23 rebounding advantage in the game.

The Eldoret, Kenya native was one of four ULM student-athletes to register double-figures in
scoring as junior Marvin Williams tallied 12 points, sophomore DeMondre Harvey had 11 and
senior Jayon James recorded 10.

Thomas (7-4, 0-1 SunCo), an NAIA program, was led by Justyn Watkins who notched a game-
high 29 points on 12-for-24 shooting. Dionte Agard pitched in with 13 points while Adonai
Rogers had 10.

The Warhawks led 19-17 at the 9:09 mark in the first half when they went on a 14-0 run to
jump ahead 33-17 with 4:38 left. ULM went on a 9-0 run to end the half and went into the
intermission leading 46-22. The Warhawks shot 18-for-20 from the free throw line in the half.

ULM led by as many as 32 in the second half as it jumped out to a 74-42 advantage with
7:38 remaining in the contest. For the game, ULM shot 59.6 percent from the field and went
5-for-11 from three-point range.

Nine different Warhawks hit at least one field goal and grabbed at least one rebound in the
game.
