« After its second bye week of the season, the Warhawks return to action as they begin
a six-game stretch to close out the regular season... ULM will host Texas State on Oct.
25 with kickoff slated for 6 p.m.

« Following the tilt against the Bobcats, the Warhawks will play their final non-
conference game of the season at Texas A&M (Nov. 1), followed by four straight Sun
Belt games (at Appalachian State, Nov. 8; UL-Lafayette, Nov. 15; at New Mexico State,
Nov. 22; at Georgia Southern, Nov. 29).

« ULM defeated Texas State 21-14 last season (Oct. 12) in the first meeting between
the two schools since 2000... The 2000 contest was the first match-up between the
two programs since the former Southland, now Sun Belt rivals, met each season from
1986 to 1993.

« The Warhawks lead the all-time series, 8-2, and the Warhawks have equal marks of
4-1 at both Malone Stadium as well as San Marcos, Texas.

« Former ULM safety Isaiah Newsome returned two interceptions for touchdowns
against Texas State last season and Centarius Donald’s nine-yard TD run in the final
minute lifted the Warhawks to a 21-14 win over the Bobcats.

+ Newsome’s interception returns were of 71 and 75 yards and he became just the
fourth player in FBS history to tally two 70-plus yard interception returns for scores.

- Saturday’s home tilt against the Bobcats will be the first home game for ULM since a
22-20 win over Troy on Sept. 27... ULM also has wins over Wake Forest (W, 17-10, Aug.
28) and Idaho (W, 38-31, Sept. 6).

«The Warhawks own a 3-3 record and a 2-1 mark at the mid-point of the season... ULM
has faced ACC member Wake Forest as well as SEC members LSU and Kentucky... In the
conference portion of the schedule, ULM has faced Idaho, Troy and Arkansas State.

« ULM faced its third of four Power Five teams as it faced Kentucky at Commonwealth
Stadium on Oct. 11... ULM has also faced Wake Forest and LSU -- still on the docket
is a road trip at Texas A&M... The Warhawks are one of two FBS teams to have a non-
conference schedule comprised completely of Power Five teams (UMass is the other).
« Rookie Kaylon Watson logged his first career carry at Kentucky -- a seven yard rush...
Watson finished the game with eight carries for 32 yards... None of the running backs
carries went for negative yards.

«Tyler Cain set new career highs in kickoff returns, kickoff return yards and all-purpose
yards at Kentucky... Cain returned six kickoffs for 124 yards, including a long of 37...
The West Monroe, La., native finished with 169 all-purpose yards as he registered 23
rushing yards and 22 receiving yards.

« Pete Thomas connected on a pair of touchdown passes at Kentucky as he found
Ajalen Holley (12 yards) and Kenzee Jackson (nine yards) in the opening quarter in
Lexington, Ky.

« Kenzee Jackson finished with a game-high eight receptions and had 73 receiving
yards against the Wildcats.

« Hunter Kissinger kept ULM's forced turnover streak alive as he recorded his second
interception of the season on a trick play by the Wildcats... Kissinger intercepted Jojo
Kemp and returned it 22 yards to the Kentucky nine-yard line where it set up the War-
hawks second touchdown of the game... With Kissinger’s interception, the Warhawks
have now forced a turnover in 32 straight games, the longest active streak in FBS.

« The ULM defense tallied nine tackles for loss at Kentucky, including a pair of sacks...
Lorenzo Jackson tallied a career-best three tackles for loss, while Cordero Smith recorded
a solo sack against the Wildcats.

« Justin Manton connected on a pair of PATs at Kentucky and became the third kicker
in ULM history to tally 200 or more points in a career... Manton entered the game tied
for third in program history with Stepfret Williams (WR, 1992-95) at 198 points...
Teddy Garcia (1984-87) holds the record with 246 points, followed by Rob Tallent
(1989-92) at 232 points.

MIKE GRANTHAM (1981-84)

Versatile four-year letter winner for the football program played offensive line at both the guard and tackle... Named First-Team All-American by
the Associated Press in 1983 and 1984... Also earned First-Team All-Southland Conference and All-Louisiana honors as a senior in 1984... Teams he
played for posted a combined win total of 28 games... The 1982 team, in its first season in the Southland Conference, finished in second place and
the 1983 squad claimed a share of the SLC crown with a 5-1 league mark.

ROGER MANN (1965-68)

Won eight Gulf States Conference titles including three in the 120-yard hurdles, three as a member of the 400m relay team, one in the 330-yard
hurdles and one in the 400m hurdles... Three-time NAIA All-American... Set the GSC record in the 120-yard hurdles at 13.7 seconds and the 400m
relay at 40.3 seconds... Placed second in the NAIA National College Championships in the 120-yard hurdles and tied for the fifth-fastest time in the
world in the 120-yard hurdles at 13.4 seconds... Holds the school record in the 330-yard hurdles at 36.6 seconds... Competed in the 1968 Olympic
trials... Named co-captain his senior year... His team finished second in the Gulf States Conference all three years he was there... Coached by the
legendary Bob Groseclose.

STEPFRET WILLIAMS (1992-95)

Holds career records in receiving yards (3,177) and touchdown receptions (33)... Named first team all-conference in 1993 (Southland), 1994 (1-A
Independent) and 1995 (1-A Independent)... The Minden, La., product finished four-year career with 16 100-yard receiving games, including six
during the 1994 season... Tallied 264 receiving yards against Nevada in 1995, a record that still stands... Also holds five other spots in the top-50
all-time receiving games...Third-round draft pick of the Dallas Cowboys in 1995.

In the final non-conference game of 2013, ULM punt returner Rashon Ceaser became the first Warhawk since the 2001 season to return a punt
for a touchdown... In the third quarter against Tulane, Ceaser recorded a career-long return of 88 yards as he made his way through the Tulane
defense to put ULM on the board... Ceaser is the first Warhawk to record a punt return for a touchdown since Mikkal Henry returned a punt 53
yards for a score against Troy on Nov. 10, 2001... Ceaser finished the night with three punt returns for 97 yards... He also caught four passes for 45
yards... Ceaser’s 88-yard return is the fifth longest punt return in SBC history.

#CareerBoot

ULM punter Justin Manton recorded a career-long 77-yard punt in ULM’s road contest at Baylor... His booming third-quarter punt is tied for the
second longest punt in ULM history... He is tied with John Kelly who had a 77-yard punt at McNeese State on Oct. 13, 1962... Chick Childress holds
the ULM record with an 88-yard punt (at Western Kentucky, 1952).

Manton also recorded a 69-yard punt in the fourth-quarter at Baylor, which places him in a tie for eighth in program history... In all, Manton
punted nine times for 479 yards (53.2 avg) with five punts of 50 or more yards, three touchbacks, one inside the 20... He also kicked off twice for
130 yards (65.0 avg) and two touchbacks.
