- ULM is 71-48 all-time against Northwestern State and 39-20 at home

- The Warhawks are 353-231 all-time against teams currently in the
Southland Conference. ULM has not lost to an SLC team since 2011

- ULM is looking to improve to 3-0 at home for the first time since 2006-07
when it went 14-0. The Warhawks are 392-169 (.699) all-time at Fant-Ewing
Coliseum

- With a win, ULM would be over .500 after seven games for the first time
since 2004-05

- The Warhawks lead the Sun Belt Conference in field goal percentage
defense (.360), three-point percentage defense (.268), assists (16.0 apg) and

- Senior Tylor Ongwae leads the team with 14.8 points per game on the
season. He also helps out on the glass with 6.5 rebounds per game. He won
Sun Belt Conference Player of the Week to begin the season and was also
named to the Preseason All-Conference Second-Team

- Junior Majok Deng has posted two double-doubles in the last three
games. He leads the league in blocks with 1.8 per game and defensive
rebounds with 6.0 per game. Deng scores 8.8 points per game and leads
the team in rebounds with 7.0 per contest

- Sophomore Nick Coppola ranks first in the SBC in assist:turnover ratio

with a 3.7 clip. His career-high 12 assists against Louisiana College were the
most by a player in the league in a single game this season. He started all 27
games last year at point guard as a true freshman

- Junior Justin Roberson also averages in double-digits with 10.7 points
per game. He's notched double-figures in scoring in three consecutive
contests. Roberson’s older brother, Gary, played for Northwestern State
from 2011-13 and was on NSU’s NCAA Tournament team in 2012-13.
Roberson is from Natchitoches

- ULM assistant coach J.A. Anglin played for the Demons for two seasons
and was on the NSU squad that defeated lowa in the NCAA Tournament
in 2005-06

The Warhawks are 2-0 at home for the second straight year after
convincing wins over Champion Baptist and Louisiana College. ULM
posted its largest margin of victory in school history with the 67-point
win over Champion Baptist. On Saturday, the Warhawks followed it up
with a 28-point win over Louisiana College as both junior Majok Deng
and sophomore Nick Coppola recorded double-doubles.

- The Warhawks have had seven different student-athletes reach double-
figure scoring in a game this season

- Earlier this season, ULM took eighth-ranked Florida to overtime.
Coppola hit a three-pointer with 19 seconds left to level the score at 51.
ULM led 54-53 with 3:00 remaining in overtime after a three-point play
from Ongwae

- The 61 points allowed versus No. 8 Florida was the lowest ULM has ever
let up against a ranked opponent in program history

- ULM posted a historic 106-39 victory over Champion Baptist in its
home opener. The 67-point win broke the school record for largest
margin of victory. It was also the most points ULM scored in a game
since Feb. 17,2001 in a game against UTSA. Additionally, the 67-point
victory is the largest of any game in the Sun Belt Conference this season

- The Warhawks opened the season with a 74-65 victory on the road over
UAB. They had four double-figure scorers in Ongwae (18), Roberson (18),
Coppola (14) and Deng (13)

- It was the first opening night victory for ULM since Nov. 14, 2008 when
it defeated Morehead State, 56-54 and the first opening night road win
since Nov. 23, 1999 when it won at Samford, 67-60. Additionally, it was
the largest opening night road victory since Dec. 1, 1979 when it beat
Nicholls State, 79-69

- Tuesday’s game marks the third of 15 home games on the 2014-15
schedule, the most since 1985-86

- Keith and Lance Richard are one of seven father/son combos in
Division I. They have already played against two other father/son duos in
Josiah and Eric Capaci at Champion Baptist and Billy and Billy Donovan
at Florida.

Scouting Northwestern State

Northwestern State (3-4) has three players averaging in double-figures, including
Zeek Woodley who scores 23.1 points per game. Jalan West 14.0 points per game
and Marvin Frazier 10.9 points and 7.3 rebounds per game. West, a junior guard,

has already cracked the 1,000-point plateau at NSU. He also leads the nation in

assists with 8.71 per game.

The Demons are coming off a 99-88 defeat to Louisiana Tech last week, but have
wins this season over Lyon College (75-64), LSU-Alexandria (89-79) and Missouri
Valley College (87-76).

NSU head coach Mike McConathy is the winningest coach in Louisiana history

with a 595-390 career record. He is second all-time in Southland Conference
victories, only behind legendary ULM head coach Mike Vining. In McConathy’s

15 seasons at NSU, he's reached the Southland Conference championship game
seven times. He's also brought the Demons to the NCAA Tournament three times.
In 2005-06, his NSU squad defeated lowa in the NCAA Tournament on a three-
pointer in the closing seconds to advance to the Round of 32. It was the second

time McConathy won a game in the NCAA Tournament as the Demons were
victorious in the inaugural play-in game in 2001.

McConathy spent his first 16 seasons as a head coach at Bossier Parish CC where
he racked up a record of 253-159. As a player at Louisiana Tech, McConathy
scored 2,033 career points (20.7 ppg), including 27.5 points per game as a senior.
He was a three-time All-Southland Conference selection, SLC Player of the Year in
1975-76 and All-America Honorable Mention.

Warhawks Use Season-Highs, Double-Doubles to Cruise Past
Louisiana College, 83-55

MONROE, La. - A season-high in scoring from senior Tylor Ongwae and double-doubles
from junior Majok Deng and sophomore Nick Coppola guided the ULM men's basketball
program past Louisiana College, 83-55 on Saturday at Fant-Ewing Coliseum.

Ongwae netted 22 points for ULM (3-3) on a season-high nine made field goals (9-15). He
was one rebound shy of a double-double with nine boards.

Deng registered 14 points and a career-high 11 rebounds. He also recorded two blocks to
increase his league-leading average after entering the game with 1.8 per game. Coppola

drained 12 points and dished out a career-high 12 assists. He also knocked away three steals.

Junior Justin Roberson also tallied double-figures with 12 points on five-for-seven shooting.
Anthony Gaines Jr. led the way for Louisiana College (2-2) with 20 points and seven
rebounds.

The Warhawks led 26-17 with 7:08 to play in the first half when they broke the game open
with a 13-0 run to go up 39-17 at the 2:46 mark. They carried a 43-22 advantage into
halftime.

In the second half, the Wildcats came as close as 62-48 with 6:36 remaining, but ULM
answered with a 9-1 run to increase the advantage back up to 71-49. The Warhawks
extended the lead to 28 in the closing seconds on a lay-up by junior DeMondre Harvey.

ULM Comes Back to Stun NSU in Overtime Thriller

NATCHITOCHES, La. (11/21/13) - Trailing 52-34 in the second half, the ULM men’s
basketball program clawed all the way back to win 84-80 in an overtime thriller over
Northwestern State on Thursday at Prather Coliseum.

Senior Amos Olatayo matched his career-high with 30 points with 27 coming after halftime.
He had six of ULM’s (2-1, 0-0 SBC) 10 points in overtime including the go-ahead lay-in to
make it 80-78 with 32 seconds remaining. Olatayo also grabbed nine rebounds to go along
with his 11-for-13 shooting (two-for-two from long-range).

With 11 seconds left in overtime, ULM got a stop defensively as junior Tylor Ongwae came
down with the rebound and was fouled. Ongwae hit both free throws to ice the game. He
finished with 11 points, five rebounds and a pair of blocks.

Junior Marvin Williams registered his first career double-double with 13 points and a game-
high 10 rebounds. Jayon James posted 17 points and seven rebounds, including a 9-for-11
mark at the free throw line.

The Demons (2-2, 0-0 SLC), who were picked to win the Southland Conference in Preseason
Polls, registered a 111-92 victory over Auburn earlier this season. NSU reached the NCAA
Tournament last season as a No. 14 seed after winning the SLC Championships.

With five seconds left in regulation, NSU's Zikiteran Woodley tied the game with a lay-up,
74-74. Coppola’s last-second shot from near half-court hit the back of the rim to end the
second half.
