We are the University of Louisiana at Monroe, 
not Louisiana-Monroe.

• The Warhawks are set for the 51st edition of the Battle on the Bayou rivalry with 
southern neighbor UL Lafayette. It’s also the first non-November meeting between 
the schools since 2008.
• The nearly-even series includes a 31-28 ULM win the last time the teams met in 
Lafayette. That contest in the season finale also gained the Warhawks bowl eligibility 
for the second consecutive year.
• That 2014 contest saw ULM’s Pete Thomas throw for a career-high 472 yards on 38 
completions. Gerrand Johnson also had two sacks and Michael Johnson added seven 
tackles.
• ULM’s three forced turnovers at Idaho were a season-high. It also had three against 
the Vandals last season in Monroe.
• Linebacker Michael Johnson’s two fumble recoveries in just over a quarter of play were 
the first in his three and a half years as a Warhawk.
• Hunter Kissinger’s 17 tackles marks four consecutive outings of double-digit stops (60 
in that span). He had a career-high 18 the previous week.
• Tre’ Hunter’s second-quarter interception in the end zone and succeeding 26-yard 
return gave him two picks for 38 yards in his Warhawk career, the first one coming at 
Alabama in September.
• Gerrand Johnson picked up a one-armed sack of the Idaho quarterback as he tried to 
escape the rush up the middle, his second of the season.
• The receiving corps on Saturday continued to increase their roles with the abscences 
of injured Ajalen Holley and Rashon Ceaser.
• Marcus Green had his second straight six-catch game, tying his career-high.
• De’Vonte Haggerty’s 16-yard catch was his first of the season after sitting out due to 
injury for the first five games and making an appearance the previous week.
• Xavier Brown’s 25-yard grab came after he had just two catches for 12 yards heading 
into the day.
• Markis McCray had his first collegiate catch in just his second game after having his 
redshirt lifted.
• Gerrand Johnson and Caleb Tucker each had a pair of tackles-for-loss. Johnson also 
had one and a half in his previous outing and the Houston transfer Tucker had one and 
a half in his career coming into the game. Tucker’s five stops matched a career-high.
• Junior Williams made his first start as a Warhawk and tallied a career-high five tackles.
• Lenzy Pipkins’ sack was the first of the season for the cornerback.
• Craig Ford’s 44-yard field goal tied a career-long. The freshman is 5-for-7 on the year.

ULM VS. UL LAFAYETTE
ULM and UL Lafayette will meet on the gridiron for the 51st time on Saturday 
afternoon as the two squads square off at 4 p.m. at Cajun Field in Lafayette, La... The 
last three meetings have gone the way of the visiting team, including a 31-28 win 
by ULM at UL Lafayette on Nov. 30, 2013... Last season, the Ragin’ Cajuns picked up 
a 34-27 win at Malone Stadium... The Ragin’ Cajuns lead the all-time series, 25-24.

SCOUTING THE RAGIN’ CAJUNS
UL Lafayette sits at 2-4 overall and 1-1 in Sun Belt Conference play... In the Ragin’ 
Cajuns last outing, they suffered a 37-27 setback at Arkansas State (Oct. 20, 2015)... 
UL Lafayette picked up a 49-27 win over Texas State on Oct. 10 at Cajun Field... 
During non-conference play, UL Lafayette defeated Northwestern State but suffered 
losses to Kentucky (away), Akron (home) and Louisiana Tech (away).

As a team, the Ragin’ Cajuns are averaging 30.2 points per game and 442.2 yards of 
total offense per contest (231.3 rushing; 210.8 passing)... Opponents are averaging 
33.2 points per game and amassing 412.7 yards of offense (208.2 rushing, 204.5 
passing).

Jalen Nixon and Brooks Haack have split time undercenter this season as each UL 
Lafayette QB has started three games... Nixon is 71-of-130 for 786 yards with seven 
touchdown passes and four interceptions... Haack is 39-of-66 for 479 yards with 
no touchdown passes and four interceptions... On the ground, Elijah McGuire leads 
the way with 110 attempts for 617 yards and eight touchdowns... Nixon and Torrey 
Pierce have also found the endzone on the ground this season as each player has 
four rushing touchdowns... Led by Gabe Fuselier, four different players have tallied 
200 or more receiving yards this season... Fuselier leads the team in receptions at 
25 and ranks second in yards (254)... McGuire is the leader in receiving yards at 281 
and is second in catches at 24... Four different players have hauled in at least one 
touchdown pass this season.

On defense, Tracy Walkers is the team’s leading tackler with 48 total stops (32 solo, 
16 asst)... He also has 2.5 tackles for loss and is one of three Ragin’ Cajuns with an 
interception... Dominique Tovell leads the club in both tackles for loss (7.0) and 
sacks (3.0)... As a unit, the Ragin’ Cajuns have tallied 37 tackles for loss with 11 
sacks.

Kicker Stevie Artigue is 2-for-4 on field goal attempts this season with a long of 31... 
His two misses have come from 49 (Texas State) and 41 (at Arkansas State)... He is 
21-for-22 on PATs... Artigue has kicked off 33 times with an average of 55.1 yards 
per kick and three touchbacks... Punter Steven Coutts has 26 punts on the season 
and is averaging 45.0 per boot... He has a long of 64 with 15 fair catches, 10 inside 
the 10, nine of 50 or more yards and one blocked punt.

TACKLING MACHINE
ULM’s Hunter Kissinger has been on a tear as of late as over the last four contests the linebacker has recorded double-digit tackles [against Georgia 
Southern (12), at Tulsa (13), Appalachian State (18) and at Idaho (17)] for a four-game total of 44... Kissinger’s 18 tackles vs. App State is a Sun 
Belt Conference high in 2015, while his 17 tackles at Idaho is tied for second in the conference this season... He has also tallied 3.5 tackles for loss 
during his recent streak (2.5 at Tulsa; 1.0 vs. Appalachian State)... Kissinger missed the first two contests of the season due to non-football related 
surgery... In his first contest back, a start against No. 12 Alabama, he logged three tackles and assisted on a sack -- His season total [over his five 
games played] is 63 tackles (34 solo, 29 asst), 4.0 tackles for loss and 0.5 sacks.

RUSH THE EDGE
ULM redshirt freshman defensive lineman Ben Banogu had his named called often in the Warhawks’ road tilt at Tulsa on October 10, 2015... 
Banogu set a trio of career highs as he registered nine total tackles, four tackles for loss (18 yards) and two sacks (15 yards)... His four TFLs and two 
sacks are tied for second most in the Sun Belt Conference this season... With the big performance against the Golden Hurricane combined with the 
home tilt against Georgia Southern, Banogu, from his end position, registered 14 total tackles including seven tackles for loss (27 yards).

HOLLEY AT HOME
Until leaving the Appalachian State game due to injury in the first half, ULM junior wide receiver Ajalen Holley had been running rampant on the 
field [against the Mountaineers, Holley tallied two catches for 11 yards]... During his first two home games (Nicholls State and Georgia Southern) 
he had amassed 324 receiving yards on 16 catches for a yards per reception total of 20.25.

In ULM’s homecoming contest against Georgia Southern on October 3, 2015, Holley hauled in a career-long 69 yard reception that highlighted 
a three-play, 80 yard scoring drive in the third quarter... He went on to finish with 166 yards (20.75 yards per reception) against the Eagles... 
In the home opener against Nicholls State, Holley finished with eight receptions for 155 yards (19.38 yards per reception) and two touchdown 
receptions.

Between the 2014 conference opener against Idaho (Sept. 6, 2014) and the homecoming contest against Georgia Southern (Oct. 3, 2015), Holley 
tallied 100 or more receiving yards in five of the six home games... The only outlier, an 89 yard receiving night against Texas State (Oct. 25, 2014).

DEFENSIVE SHUTOUT
ULM picked up a 47-0 win over Nicholls State in its home opener on September 12, 2015... It was the first shutout win for the Warhawks since 
December 3, 2011 when ULM blanked Florida Atlantic, 26-0, in Boca Raton, Fla... The 47-0 win over Nicholls State was the first shutout win at 
home for the Warhawks since a 58-0 win over Texas Southern on September 12, 2009.

QUICK SCORING
ULM took a 40-0 lead into the locker room at intermission against Nicholls State as the Warhawks tallied 30 points in the second quarter... 16 of 
the 30 points came in a span of just 48 seconds late in the opening half... With 2:09 to play in the second quarter, Garrett Smith connected with 
Harley Scioneaux for a 17-yard touchdown and Craig Ford hit the PAT to put ULM ahead 31-0... Just 32 seconds later, Caleb Tucker blocked a Chris 
Sciambra punt and it went out of the endzone for a safety, putting the Warhawks ahead, 33-0... After a Colonel free kick, the Warhawks needed 
just one play to increase the lead to 40-0 as Garrett Smitth found Ajalen Holley for a 47-yard TD and Craig Ford hit the PAT to conclude ULM’s 16

DEFENSIVE PRESSURE
The ULM defense limited Nicholls State to just 32 yards of total offense in the opening quarter of the September 12th contest... The Colonels did 
not pickup a first down as they ran nine total plays in the first quarter... In all, the Warhawks limited the Colonels to just 260 yards of total offense 
and ULM recovered a pair of fumbles and turned them in 14 points... The defense also blocked a punt for a safety and in all the Warhawks finished 
with nine tackles for loss (17 yards) and two sacks (five yards).

STREAK ENDED
ULM’s streak of defeating at least on power five team came to an end as the Warhawks fell at No. 12 Alabama on Saturday, September 26... The 
Warhawks streak stood at three consecutive seasons after power five wins over No. 8 Arkansas (2012) and Wake Forest (2013 & 2014)... The streak 
was the second longest active streak among non-power five programs... ULM trailed only BYU who currently has defeated at least one power five 
team in 10 straight seasons.

OFFENSIVE STUDENT ATHLETE OF THE WEEK HONOREE
After recording career highs in both receptions and receiving yards on Saturday at No. 9 Georgia, Rashon Ceaser has been named the Sun Belt 
Conference’s Offensive Student-Athlete of the Week, the league office announced Monday, September 7, 2015... Ceaser hauled in a career-best 
13 catches and went over the 150 yard mark for the first time in his career as he tallied 153 receiving yards... He also tied a career high with two 
touchdown receptions in the contest against the Bulldogs.

His 13 grabs are tied for third in ULM single-game history and it marks the second time in the Warhawks’ last three games that a player had 13 
receptions (Kenzee Jackson, 13, at New Mexico State, Nov. 22, 2014)... Ceaser’s 13 catches pushed his career total to 175 and he now ranks sixth 
in ULM history... His 153 yards increased his career total to 2,251 as he moved from eighth to fifth in program history. In addition to his Sun Belt 
honor, Ceaser was also named College Sports Madness’ Sun Belt Offensive Player of the Week as well as Warhawk of the Week.

ROAD WARRIORS
At a quick glance, it’s not hard to notice the Warhawks play a total of 13 games this season... What may get overlooked is that ULM plays a total 
of eight games away from the friendly confines of JPS Field at Malone Stadium... ULM is the only FBS program this season that will play a total of 
eight road games... Via Google Maps the distance from JPS Field at Malone Stadium to all eight road venues comes to a total of 8,612 miles and 
that is just one direction -- double that amount and the round trip from ULM to each road venue comes to 17,224 miles.

Not only do the Warhawks play a total of eight road games this season, they have a stretch in late October to early November where they play 
three consecutive conference road games... The Warhawks open up the stretch with an October 24th contest at Idaho inside the Kibbie Dome... A 
week later, on Halloween, the Warhawks battle in-state rival UL Lafayette at Cajun Field... The three-game road stretch comes to a close on Nov. 7 
with a Sun Belt tilt at Troy.

The Warhawks are just one of four FBS programs to play three consecutive conference games away from home this season... Joining ULM on the 
list is fellow Sun Belt Conference member Arkansas State as well as Southeastern Conference members Arkansas and Florida... ULM is the only one 
to play three straight weeks in true road games... Arkansas State has a bye week during its three-game conference road stretch from Thursday, 
November 5th to Saturday, November 28th (Bye Week - November 21)... Arkansas and Florida each play three straight games away from home, 
but one of those is a neutral site game (Arkansas vs. Texas A&M, Arlington, Texas - Saturday, September 26th; Florida vs. Georgia, Jacksonville, 
Fla., Saturday, October 31).

ZERO BACK-TO-BACK HOME GAMES
ULM is one of six teams in FBS that will not play back-to-back home games this season and they are the only Sun Belt School on the list... Joining 
the Warhawks on the list are FIU, Middle Tennessee, San Diego State, UMass and Western Kentucky... UMass plays two games in its home state, 
but one is in Amherst vs. Kent State on Oct. 17, followed by a game at Gillette Stadium in Foxboro, Mass. on Oct. 24.

KING CEASER
Rashon Ceaser hauled in 13 catches in ULM’s season opener at No. 9 
Georgia... He followed that up with 10 catches in the home opener 
against Nicholls State and three passes in the road contest at No. 12 
Alabama before leaving due to injury... At the time of his injury, the 
Clinton, La., native had recorded a catch in 34 consecutive games, a 
mark that ranked fourth in FBS.

FIRST LINE OF DEFENSE
Entering the 2015 season, ULM’s Gerrand Johnson is just one of six 
players in the FBS ranks to have tallied 200 or more tackles in a career 
and 20 or more tackles for loss... Johnson is the only player from the 
Sun Belt Conference on the list and he is also the only defensive line-
man to make up the group of six... The Rayville, La., native enters his 
final collegiate season with 200 tackles and 29.5 tackles for loss... The list was compiled by Art Chase, Asst. AD / External Affairs at Duke.

In 2015, Johnson has tallied 33 total tackles and 5.5 tackles for loss to push his career totals to 233 tackles and 35.0 tackles for loss.

GETTING TO THE QUARTERBACK
In the 2014 season, the Warhawks tallied 36 total sacks, the most for the program during its time in the Sun Belt Conference (previous high 27, in 
2009)... It was also the first time the Warhawks tallied 30 or more sacks in a single season since 1998 when the squad finished with 31 sacks... The 
sack total of 36 was also the most for the squad since the 1997 campaign when the Warhawks sacked the quarterback a total of 39 times.

The Warhawks have also tallied at least one sack in 21 of their last 24 games dating back to the 2013 campaign [only games during streak that 
ULM didn’t record a sack - at Appalachian State (2014), Georgia Southern (2015), Appalachian State (2015)].
