We are the University of Louisiana at Monroe, 
not Louisiana-Monroe.

• ULM is seeking revenge after Texas State won 22-18 in Monroe last year, scoring 15 
points in the fourth quarter to win 22-18. ULM won in San Marcos the previous season 
in the first meeting between the schools since 2000.
• The ESPNU broadcast comes after ULM had two on the channel last year (Thursday 
night win over Wake Forest, game at LSU).
• Saturday’s game marked the first time ULM played a home game that had an afternoon 
kick time since the 2012 season (North Texas, Nov. 17, 2012, 3 p.m.).
• Aaron Townsend recovered his first career fumble as he jumped on top of a Chris Qualls’ 
punt that hit Arkansas State’s Brandon Byner early in the first quarter.
• Cody Robinson started at linebacker and it was his first game since leaving the Ap-
palachian State game (Oct. 17) due to injury.
• The ULM defense forced Arkansas State to punt on its first offensive drive. The 
Warhawks have now forced a punt on six of 10 opening drives and the Warhawks have 
yet to allow a TD to any team on an opening drive (six punts, four made field goals).
• Chris Qualls faked a punt and picked up a first down thanks to a first down rush 
midway through the first quarter. It was his second fake punt of the season and the 
second successful attempt (five yard pass to Harley Scioneaux for a first down in the 
second quarter at Alabama, Sept. 26).
• Ben Banogu recorded his fourth sack of the season as he brought down Red Wolves’ 
quarterback Fredi Knighten for a 10-yard loss late in the first quarter.
• Michael Johnson picked up his second sack of the season as he brought down Fredi 
Knighten for a 16-yard loss early in the second quarter.
• Marcus Green hauled in his fifth touchdown of the season as Earnest Carrington found 
him for a 39-yard touchdown pass in the second quarter. Green has now recorded a 
touchdown in five consecutive games.
• Luckett’s 85-yard touchdown rush late in the second quarter is the second longest 
run from scrimmage in school history. It bested Harvey Johnson’s 81 yard rush against 
Jacksonville State in 1973. Luckett’s rush is now second to Aubrey Wade’s 97 yard run 
vs. Delta State in 1956.
• Luckett’s 85-yard touchdown run is also the longest play from scrimmage (run or pass) 
for ULM in the Warhawks’ Sun Belt era (2001-pres.). Luckett’s touchdown rush was his 
second rushing score of the 2015 season.
• ULM forced Arkansas State to go three-and-out on its first second half possession. 
It is the sixth time (in 10 games) that the Warhawks have not surrendered points 
on an opponent’s second half opening drive (four punts, one missed field goal, one 
blocked field goal).

ULM VS. TEXAS STATE
ULM and Texas State will meet for the 12th time on the gridiron when the two 
squads square off on national television on Thursday night. The trip to San Marcos 
is the sixth overall for the Warhawks and second as Sun Belt Conference foes. The 
Warhawks currently hold a 4-1 mark in games played in San Marcos and overall 
ULM leads the all-time series, 8-3.

SCOUTING THE BOBCATS
Texas State owns a 2-7 overall record and a 1-4 mark in Sun Belt Conference play 
in 2015. The Bobcats picked up a 63-24 win over Prairie View A&M in their home 
opener on Sept. 12 and defeated South Alabama, 36-18, on Oct. 24. Most recently, 
the Bobcats fell at home to Georgia State, 41-19 (Nov. 14).

As a team, the Bobcats are averaging 28.8 points per game and 420.2 yards of total 
offense per game (193.9 ypg rushing; 226.3 ypg passing). Texas State has converted 
36% of its third downs (49/135) and 62% of its fourth downs (13/21). The opposi-
tion is averaging 41.6 points per contest and 559.8 yards of offense per contest (272.9 ypg rushing; 286.9 ypg passing). Opponents have converted 
69 of 136 third down attempts (51%) and nine of 18 fourth down attempts (50%).

Tyler Jones has taken the majority of snaps under center and the Bobcat quarterback has completed 174 of 297 passes for 1,900 yards with 10 
touchdown passes and eight interceptions. Five different Bobcats have 200 or more receiving yards on the season, highlighted by Jafus Gaines’ 
393 yards. Right on Gaines’ heels is the team’s leader in receptions, C.J. Best. Best has 41 grabs on the season for 391 yards. Robert Lowe has 
hauled in three touchdown passes in 2015, a Bobcat team high. Lowe is also the team’s leading rusher with 805 yards on 147 attempts and seven 
touchdowns. Jones, meanwhile, has 529 rushing yards on 102 attempts with a team-best eight rushing touchdowns.

Damani Alexcee is the leading tackler as he has registered 70 total stops in 2015 (56 solo, 14 asst). He also has three tackles for loss and two sacks. 
Karee Berry leads the team in tackles for loss (4.5), while Marcus Dallas is the sack leader with 3.0. As a team, the Bobcats have tallied 44 tackles 
for loss and 14 sacks. Steph Johnson has recorded the team’s only two interceptions in 2015.  The Bobcats have recovered seven fumbles and six 
different players have a fumble recovery this season.

Lumi Kaba handles all phases of the kicking game for Texas State. He has 47 punts on the season with an average of 45.2 yards per punt. Of his 48 
punts, 15 are of 50+ yards, 14 have landed inside the 20, 13 fair catches and one touchback. He has 48 kickoffs with an average of 63.6 yards per 
kick. Of the 48 kickoffs, 32 have been touchbacks and just one has landed out of bounds. Kaba is 7-for-12 on field goal attempts this season and 
19-of-20 on PATs.

• Centarius Donald recorded his fourth rushing TD of the season with 5:00 to play in the second quarter... Donald’s six-yard rushing score gave the 
Warhawks a 13-0 lead...

• Lorenzo Jackson had six total stops and tallied 1.5 sacks Saturday night... He was also one of two Warhawks to tally two tackles for loss (Hunter 
Kissinger was the other).
Justin Manton recorded a career-long 51-yard FG in the opening quarter to give the Warhawks a 3-0 lead with 8:37 to play in the first quarter... 
Manton’s 51-yard FG is the longest for the Warhawks since joining the Sun Belt to start the 2001 season.
•  Justin Manton added another field goal in the second quarter, this time a 43-yard FG to give the Warhawks a 6-0 lead with 10:47 remaining 
until halftime... It marked the first time of his career that the hit two field goals of 40 or more yards in the same game.
• Justin Manton hit a 28-yard FG with 1:06 to play in the third quarter... It marks the second time of his career that Manton hit three field goals in 
one game... He also had three made FGs against Troy on Sept. 27, 2014.
• Tyler Cain tallied 169 all-purpose yard for the second straight game... The junior tallied 64 receiving yards, 39 rushing yards and 66 kickoff return 
yards against Texas State.

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EARNING THEIR STARS
If you ever look at the back of a ULM football helmet, you will notice a pair of different helment stickers... The first, a maroon and gold talon 
helmet sticker which is earned based on game performances... The other, a maroon and gold star which is awarded for accomplishments both on 
and off the field... This includes success in the classroom, community service and longevity in the program... Below is a list of the Warhawks with 
the most stars on the back of their helmets:

TACKLING MACHINE
ULM’s Hunter Kissinger has been on a tear as of late as he posted a four-game streak of recording double-digit tackles [against Georgia Southern 
(12), at Tulsa (13), Appalachian State (18) and at Idaho (17)] for a four-game total of 44... Kissinger’s 18 tackles vs. App State was a Sun Belt Con-
ference high at the time, but now ranks second... He has also tallied 3.5 tackles for loss during his streak (2.5 at Tulsa; 1.0 vs. Appalachian State).

His streak of double-digit tackles ended at UL Lafayette as he finished with five tackles including a sack, but he again reached double digits as 
he had 11 in the team’s road game at Troy, followed by 13 against Arkansas State... Kissinger missed the first two contests of the season due to 
non-football related surgery... In his first contest back, a start against No. 12 Alabama, he logged three tackles and assisted on a sack -- His season 
total [over his eight games played] is 92 tackles (54 solo, 38 asst), 6.0 tackles for loss and 1.5 sacks.

RUSH THE EDGE
ULM redshirt freshman defensive lineman Ben Banogu had his named called often in the Warhawks’ road tilt at Tulsa on October 10, 2015... 
Banogu set a trio of career highs as he registered nine total tackles, four tackles for loss (18 yards) and two sacks (15 yards)... His four TFLs and two 
sacks are tied for second most in the Sun Belt Conference this season... With the big performance against the Golden Hurricane combined with the 
home tilt against Georgia Southern, Banogu, from his end position, registered 14 total tackles including seven tackles for loss (27 yards).

HOLLEY AT HOME
Until leaving the Appalachian State game due to injury in the first half, ULM junior wide receiver Ajalen Holley had been running rampant on the 
field [against the Mountaineers, Holley tallied two catches for 11 yards]... During his first two home games (Nicholls State and Georgia Southern) 
he had amassed 324 receiving yards on 16 catches for a yards per reception total of 20.25.

In ULM’s homecoming contest against Georgia Southern on October 3, 2015, Holley hauled in a career-long 69 yard reception that highlighted 
a three-play, 80 yard scoring drive in the third quarter... He went on to finish with 166 yards (20.75 yards per reception) against the Eagles... 
In the home opener against Nicholls State, Holley finished with eight receptions for 155 yards (19.38 yards per reception) and two touchdown 
receptions.

Between the 2014 conference opener against Idaho (Sept. 6, 2014) and the homecoming contest against Georgia Southern (Oct. 3, 2015), Holley 
tallied 100 or more receiving yards in five of the six home games... The only outlier, an 89 yard receiving night against Texas State (Oct. 25, 2014).

PICK SIX 
ULM cornerback Junior Williams highlighted a 21 consecutive point streak for the Warhawks as he intercepted Georgia Southern quarterback 
Kevin Ellison and returned it 56 yards to the endzone... The interception and the defensive touchdown were both the first of Williams’ career... 
With his interception return for a score, the Warhawks have now recorded at least one interception return for a touchdown in four consecutive 
seasons.

DEFENSIVE SHUTOUT
ULM picked up a 47-0 win over Nicholls State in its home opener on September 12, 2015... It was the first shutout win for the Warhawks since 
December 3, 2011 when ULM blanked Florida Atlantic, 26-0, in Boca Raton, Fla... The 47-0 win over Nicholls State was the first shutout win at 
home for the Warhawks since a 58-0 win over Texas Southern on September 12, 2009.

QUICK SCORING
ULM took a 40-0 lead into the locker room at intermission against Nicholls State as the Warhawks tallied 30 points in the second quarter... 16 of 
the 30 points came in a span of just 48 seconds late in the opening half... With 2:09 to play in the second quarter, Garrett Smith connected with 
Harley Scioneaux for a 17-yard touchdown and Craig Ford hit the PAT to put ULM ahead 31-0... Just 32 seconds later, Caleb Tucker blocked a Chris 
Sciambra punt and it went out of the endzone for a safety, putting the Warhawks ahead, 33-0... After a Colonel free kick, the Warhawks needed

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just one play to increase the lead to 40-0 as Garrett Smitth found Ajalen Holley for a 47-yard TD and Craig Ford hit the PAT to conclude ULM’s 16 
points in 48 seconds.

DEFENSIVE PRESSURE
The ULM defense limited Nicholls State to just 32 yards of total offense in the opening quarter of the September 12th contest... The Colonels did 
not pickup a first down as they ran nine total plays in the first quarter... In all, the Warhawks limited the Colonels to just 260 yards of total offense 
and ULM recovered a pair of fumbles and turned them in 14 points... The defense also blocked a punt for a safety and in all the Warhawks finished 
with nine tackles for loss (17 yards) and two sacks (five yards).

STREAK ENDED
ULM’s streak of defeating at least on power five team came to an end as the Warhawks fell at No. 12 Alabama on Saturday, September 26... The 
Warhawks streak stood at three consecutive seasons after power five wins over No. 8 Arkansas (2012) and Wake Forest (2013 & 2014)... The streak 
was the second longest active streak among non-power five programs... ULM trailed only BYU who currently has defeated at least one power five 
team in 10 straight seasons.

OFFENSIVE STUDENT ATHLETE OF THE WEEK HONOREE
After recording career highs in both receptions and receiving yards on Saturday at No. 9 Georgia, Rashon Ceaser has been named the Sun Belt 
Conference’s Offensive Student-Athlete of the Week, the league office announced Monday, September 7, 2015... Ceaser hauled in a career-best 
13 catches and went over the 150 yard mark for the first time in his career as he tallied 153 receiving yards... He also tied a career high with two 
touchdown receptions in the contest against the Bulldogs.

His 13 grabs are tied for third in ULM single-game history and it marks the second time in the Warhawks’ last three games that a player had 13 
receptions (Kenzee Jackson, 13, at New Mexico State, Nov. 22, 2014)... Ceaser’s 13 catches pushed his career total to 175 and he now ranks sixth 
in ULM history... His 153 yards increased his career total to 2,251 as he moved from eighth to fifth in program history. In addition to his Sun Belt 
honor, Ceaser was also named College Sports Madness’ Sun Belt Offensive Player of the Week as well as Warhawk of the Week.

ROAD WARRIORS
At a quick glance, it’s not hard to notice the Warhawks play a total of 13 games this season... What may get overlooked is that ULM plays a total 
of eight games away from the friendly confines of JPS Field at Malone Stadium... ULM is the only FBS program this season that will play a total of 
eight road games... Via Google Maps the distance from JPS Field at Malone Stadium to all eight road venues comes to a total of 8,612 miles and 
that is just one direction -- double that amount and the round trip from ULM to each road venue comes to 17,224 miles.

Not only do the Warhawks play a total of eight road games this season, they have a stretch in late October to early November where they play 
three consecutive conference road games... The Warhawks open up the stretch with an October 24th contest at Idaho inside the Kibbie Dome... A 
week later, on Halloween, the Warhawks battle in-state rival UL Lafayette at Cajun Field... The three-game road stretch comes to a close on Nov. 7 
with a Sun Belt tilt at Troy.

The Warhawks are just one of four FBS programs to play three consecutive conference games away from home this season... Joining ULM on the 
list is fellow Sun Belt Conference member Arkansas State as well as Southeastern Conference members Arkansas and Florida... ULM is the only one 
to play three straight weeks in true road games... Arkansas State has a bye week during its three-game conference road stretch from Thursday, 
November 5th to Saturday, November 28th (Bye Week - November 21)... Arkansas and Florida each play three straight games away from home, 
but one of those is a neutral site game (Arkansas vs. Texas A&M, Arlington, Texas - Saturday, September 26th; Florida vs. Georgia, Jacksonville, 
Fla., Saturday, October 31).

ZERO BACK-TO-BACK HOME GAMES
ULM is one of six teams in FBS that will not play back-to-back home games this season and they are the only Sun Belt School on the list... Joining 
the Warhawks on the list are FIU, Middle Tennessee, San Diego State, UMass and Western Kentucky... UMass plays two games in its home state, 
but one is in Amherst vs. Kent State on Oct. 17, followed by a game at Gillette Stadium in Foxboro, Mass. on Oct. 24.

KING CEASER
Rashon Ceaser hauled in 13 catches in ULM’s season opener at No. 9 
Georgia... He followed that up with 10 catches in the home opener 
against Nicholls State and three passes in the road contest at No. 12 
Alabama before leaving due to injury... At the time of his injury, the 
Clinton, La., native had recorded a catch in 34 consecutive games... He 
returned against Troy and made two catches against the Trojans and 
three catches in a home contest vs. Arkansas State.

FIRST LINE OF DEFENSE
Entering the 2015 season, ULM’s Gerrand Johnson is just one of six 
players in the FBS ranks to have tallied 200 or more tackles in a career and 20 or more tackles for loss... Johnson is the only player from the Sun 
Belt Conference on the list and he is also the only defensive lineman to make up the group of six... The Rayville, La., native enters his final col-
legiate season with 200 tackles and 29.5 tackles for loss... The list was compiled by Art Chase, Asst. AD / External Affairs at Duke.

In 2015, Johnson has tallied 46 total tackles and 7.0 tackles for loss to push his career totals to 246 tackles and 36.5 tackles for loss.

GETTING TO THE QUARTERBACK
In the 2014 season, the Warhawks tallied 36 total sacks, the most for the program during its time in the Sun Belt Conference (previous high 27, in 
2009)... It was also the first time the Warhawks tallied 30 or more sacks in a single season since 1998 when the squad finished with 31 sacks... The 
sack total of 36 was also the most for the squad since the 1997 campaign when the Warhawks sacked the quarterback a total of 39 times.

The Warhawks have also tallied at least one sack in 24 of their last 27 games dating back to the 2013 campaign [only games during streak that 
ULM didn’t record a sack - at Appalachian State (2014), Georgia Southern (2015), Appalachian State (2015)].

DEEP IN THE HEART OF TEXAS
Among FBS programs that reside outside of the state of Texas, the War-
hawks, with 36 players from Texas, rank fifth nationally...
