OPENING KICK
 South Alabama enters the contest coming off its fi rst Sun 
Belt Conference victory in nearly a year after defeating Geor-
gia State 13-10 last weekend; the Jags had dropped seven 
straight league games since defeating Louisiana-Lafayette on 
Nov. 12, 2015, prior to the win.
 The Jaguars make what was supposed to be their second 
of three trips to Louisiana, and fi rst of back-to-back games in 
the state, however Louisiana State cancelled a Nov. 19 game 
against USA on Oct. 13.
 The Jags have dropped two straight outings in Louisiana 
since earning a 41-39 victory at Tulane on Sept. 7, 2013, 
having lost to Louisiana-Lafayette on the road in 2014 and 
again on Sept. 17 earlier this fall.
 The Jaguars are 7-4 all-time against opponents from 
Louisiana, having split a pair of games against state schools this 
year; a week after falling to the Ragin’ Cajuns USA returned 
home to defeat Nicholls.
 The home team has won both meetings in the series with 
Louisiana-Monroe, with South’s victory in the last match-up 
on Nov. 23, 2013, sparking a three-game Sun Belt winning 
streak to end that season.

NOTES FROM THE LAST UL-MONROE MEETING
 USA’s defense was credited with a school game record 
nine sacks in the contest to help the unit allow just 274 
total yards, the fewest given up by the Jags at that point 
of the season.
 Three Jaguars contributed multiple sacks with both Pat 
Moore and Montavious Williams posting 2½ and Jerome 
McClain adding a pair.
 Alex Page’s sack gave him 6½ on the year, setting a new 
school season record at the time.
 QB Ross Metheny fi nished with 322 yards of total of-
fense and four scores in becoming the fi rst Jag ever to rush 
for and throw for more than 100 yards in a game.
 Aleem Sunanon was 3-for-3 on fi eld goals, tying the 
school record at the time with eight consecutive successful 
attempts.

ON THE COMEBACK TRAIL
The Jaguars scored 10 points in the fi nal six minutes and 
11 seconds to pick up the victory over Georgia State last 
weekend, marking the third time this season they have won 
when trailing at the end of three quarters.  USA is now 3-3 
this fall when behind entering the fi nal period after coming 
into the campaign with a 5-30 mark in such situations the 
program’s fi rst seven years of competition.

FOURTH-QUARTER FORCE
After outscoring the Panthers 10-0 in the fi nal quarter 
last time out the Jags now have a 78-42 advantage on 
the scoreboard in the fourth period and overtime in 2016.  
Last season South was outscored by a 147-97 margin in 
the fourth quarter and overtime, the third straight year that 
the opposition posted more points than the Jaguars at the 
end of contests.

TOUGH IN TIGHT CONTESTS
USA improved to 3-0 this fall in games decided by three or 
fewer points after Gavin Patterson connected on a 30-
yard fi eld goal with two seconds remaining to defeat the 
Panthers; coming into the year, the Jaguars won six games 
by that margin in the program’s fi rst seven seasons of com-
petition combined.  It was the second time this year that 
the Jags have scored in the fi nal minute to pick up a victory 
after accomplishing the feat in the season opener — a 21-20 
win at Mississippi State — when Dallas Davis found Gerald 
Everett for a four-yard score with 57 seconds left on the 
clock.

GOING THE DISTANCE
The Jags tied the contest against GSU with a 14-play, 92-
yard march in the fourth quarter that Tyreis Thomas con-
cluded with a two-yard touchdown run, the fourth scoring 

drive this year of 90 or more yards by USA’s offense.  With 
fi ve games remaining in the regular season, that’s already the 
most possessions covering 90-plus yards resulting in points 
in program history; in fact, the Jaguars had four scoring 
drives of that distance in the last three seasons combined.

MR. ROBINSON’S NEIGHBORHOOD
Neiko Robinson recorded a career-best 12 total tackles to 
help South earn the victory over GSU last time out, sharing 
game-high honors while leading the team in the category for 
the fi rst time in his career.  His nine solo stops were the most 
by a Jaguar this fall, with his efforts contributing to a defense 
that not only surrendered an opponent season-low point 
total but just 240 yards, the fewest gained by an NCAA 
Football Bowl Subdivision foe this season.

TRAPPED INSIDE THE 20
Brandon McKee had all four punts in the Jaguars’ win over 
Georgia State downed inside the 20-yard line — a total that 
was not only the senior’s most of the season, it equalled his 
career high and the school game record in the category — to 
be named the SBC Special Teams Player of the Week 
on Monday.  He averaged 37.5 yards per kick, with the 
Panthers starting drives at their own 12, 16, 19 and nine 
yards lines and failing to cross the GSU-30 on each posses-
sion before giving the ball back to South.  McKee has now 
had 50 kicks downed inside the opposition’s 20-yard line in 
his career, including 16 this year as he moved up to second 
on the season record list with his efforts in the GSU contest.

ALLEN MOVIN’ ON UP
When Randy Allen ended the Panthers’ fi rst possession 
after the Jaguars tied the score 10-10 with a third-down 
sack for a loss of 13 yards, it moved the senior into a tie for 
fi rst place on the school season record list with eight this 
fall — Theo Rich fi nished with the same total in 13 contests 
in 2014.  Allen added an assist for loss against GSU, leav-
ing him one shy of matching Jake Johnson for the school 
season standard in that category as well.

SO IS SENIOR TIGHT END
Everett entered the top fi ve on USA’s season record list for 
receiving yards last weekend with his fi rst catch, a pickup of 
23 yards on the Jags’ fi nal possession of the opening half.  
But it was his fi nal reception, one for a gain of 14 yards with 
South facing fourth-and-11 at the GSU-25 midway through 
the fi nal period that kept alive the drive that would allow 
the Jaguars to even the contest en route to the comeback 
victory.  It marked the third occasion this fall that Everett 
has led the squad in both receptions and receiving yards; he 
enters this game fourth with 616 yards, and with 20 more 
he will post the highest total ever by a USA tight end.

MAKING A DENT
In the last two outings senior CB Quinton Dent has posted 
a career-high-tying three stops on each occasion, and in the 
GSU contest he equalled another with a pair of passes bro-
ken up.  In addition, Dent was credited with his fi rst career 
tackle for loss with a stop three yards behind the line on the 
Panthers’ second series of the day to set the stage for a 
three-and-out and the fi rst of two Jaguar drives that would 
start at the GSU-39 and help the Jags knot the score 3-3 
early in the second quarter.
